Introduction

This Explanatory Memorandum has been prepared to assist shareholders to understand the business
that is being put at the annual general meeting and should be read in conjunction with the accompanying
Notice of Meeting.

Annual Report

(b) the Annual Financial Report, including the Company’s Financial Statements.

Neither the Corporations Act nor the Company’s constitution requires a vote of shareholders on the
reports or statements. However, shareholders will be given ample opportunity to raise questions or
comments of the Company’s management.

The Financial Report for consideration at the meeting will be the full Financial Report.

A reasonable opportunity will be given to the Company’s shareholders as a whole at the meeting to ask
the Company’s Auditor questions relevant to the conduct of the audit, the preparation and content of the
auditor’s report, the accounting policies adopted by the Company in relation to the preparation of the
Financial Statements and the independence of the Auditor in relation to the conduct of the audit.

Resolution 1 — Adoption of Remuneration Report

The Remuneration Report of the Company for the financial year ending 30 June 2009 is set out in the
Directors’ Report on pages 34 to 41 of the Company’s 2009 Annual Report.

Drilling Core Farm
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Dear Shareholders,

While the 2009 financial year was a period of extraordinary upheaval
and volatility in global markets which impacted on all resource
companies, Dominion was able to strengthen its position as a leading
mid-tier Australian gold producer. The company was able to deliver
another year of solid production and resource growth at our flagship
Challenger Gold Mine in South Australia.

Once again, in a tough environment we were one of the sector’s
lowest cost producers, delivering full-year gold production from
Challenger of 98,755 ounces at an average cash operating cost
of A$438 per ounce. The Company'’s ability to continually deliver
positive results from year to year has been recognised amongst
its peers, with Dominion being the recipient of the 2009 National
Excellence in Production Award.

At this stage the current year will not be as easy due to
expansion work being done at the mine combined with a
changing mining configuration.

The slight fall in gold production for the year compared with

last year's record output of 109,326 ounces reflected a greater
contribution from the lower grade M2 shoot and some short-term
operational factors. This was combined with an increased emphasis
on underground mine development in preparation for the expansion
of the Challenger processing plant to production levels of around
120,000 ounces per annum from early next year.

This is a commendable achievement and | would like to take

this opportunity once again to acknowledge the persistence,
professionalism and patience that drives the efforts of our
operational site team in striving to achieve our key goals for the year.

For the 12 months to 30 June 2009, Dominion achieved a gross profit
of $51.5 million and a Net Profit after Tax of $31.1 million, equating
to earnings per share of 30.33 cents.

This result enabled Dominion’s Board to declare a final unfranked
dividend of 8 cents per share, lifting our total dividend payout for
the year to 14 cents per share. It also underpinned the continued
strength of the Company’s balance sheet, with Dominion having
group cash and bullion on hand as at 30 June 2009 of $45.3 million
and no debt.

Our run of exploration success at Challenger continued during the
year, with the gold resource inventory increasing by

26% to 1.46 million ounces (including 719,590 ounces that are
additional to reserves). This is a satisfying achievement considering
where we started from at Challenger earlier this decade with
approximately 110,000 ounces in reserves. In addition, there was
a net increase in gold reserves of 73,465 ounces after taking into
account production for the year.

Underground drilling continued to demonstrate the continuity of
high-grade gold mineralisation in future mining levels of the main
M1, M2 and M3 ore shoots, down to a vertical depth of

1,250 metres. Of particular note was the successful surface drilling
program of the Challenger West Shoot, which demonstrated
continuity of the high grades at depth and enabled us to upgrade
the resource for this area to over 100,000 ounces.

Moreover, the latest reserve upgrade has increased the average
reserve ounces per vertical metre to 1,780 ounces, which reinforces
the apparent richness of the Challenger ore body.

ANNUAL REPORT 2009

Given the continued success of underground exploration and the
growth in our resources and reserves, the Board approved an
increase in plant capacity to around 530,000 tonnes per annum
following completion of a Feasibility Study in March 2009. The
expansion, which is due to be completed by the end of December
2009, will cost a relatively modest $4.8 million and will result in
annual gold production increasing to around 120,000 ounces.

With the increased mill throughput, higher power utilisation will
result in a corresponding increase in diesel fuel consumption. In order
to provide price protection against the possibility of a rising diesel
price, Dominion has entered into a zero cost collar diesel hedge over
a 23 month period commencing in August 2009. On a month-by-
month basis the hedge will cover approximately 54% of anticipated
future diesel usage at the Challenger mine site.

The Company continued its strong commitment to ensuring a safe
working environment for all employees and contractors during the
year. Regrettably, three lost time injuries were recorded during the
second half of the year. We continue to review and update our work
practices and procedures to minimise further incidents recurring.
Overall, the Company maintained an excellent safety record with 665
days free of lost time injuries recorded prior to these incidents.

Our continuing exploration focus saw Dominion maintain targeted
and cost-effective exploration programs across our portfolio of
greenfields exploration projects in Western Australia and South
Australia. In addition, we have recently entered into agreements to
earn an interest in new gold exploration projects which cover a 35
kilometre strike length of an underexplored prospective structure
within the Eastern Goldfields.

We are also considering options to progress the mineral sands project
we have defined at the Barton West Project in South Australia, where
initial resources of 172 million tonnes grading 2.8% heavy minerals
have been defined.

In conclusion, | would like to commend Jonathan Shellabear on the
completion of his first full term as Dominion’s Managing Director.
Jonathan's extensive experience in the Australian and international
mining industries, together with his expertise in the resource and
finance sectors, has served the Company well, helping us to maintain
a strong platform for continued growth. In the short time he has
been with us, Jonathan has more than demonstrated his capacity and
enthusiasm to create long term value for shareholders.

I would also like to thank my other fellow Directors and the
Dominion senior management team, as well as the Company's
staff and contractors who have worked very hard during the year
to ensure that we make the most of our quality assets and the
opportunities in front of us. My thanks must go as well to our loyal
shareholders who continue to support us.

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Overview

Gold production for the 2009 financial year from the Challenger
Mine was 98,755 ounces at an average site cash operating cost of
$438 per ounce. This was achieved from processing 434,087 tonnes
of ore at an average grade of 7.54 g/t.

Since the commissioning of the treatment plant in October 2002,
Challenger had produced 566,635 ounces of gold at an average cost Gold Production & Site Operating Costs
of $357 per ounce to the end of the 2009 financial year from open pit
and underground mining. From the commencement of underground
stoping in July 2005, a total of 424,352 ounces have been produced
from the treatment of 1,616,861 tonnes of ore at an average mill
feed grade of 8.7 g/t and an average operating cost of $347/0z.

As a result of successful exploration drilling during the year from
both surface and underground, the Challenger resource inventory
increased by 26%, underpinning confidence in an extended mine
life for the Project. Resources at the end of the year were 4,611,550
tonnes of ore at an average grade of 9.9 g/t containing 1,461,140
ounces of gold, of which 702,570 ounces were classified as reserves.

Following the completion of a feasibility study in March 2009,

work commenced on a $4.82 million expansion of the Challenger
processing plant to increase annual throughput capacity to 530,000
tonnes of ore, which will result in annual production of around
120,000 ounces of gold.

Monthly Tonnes Milled & Grade

The expansion, which is scheduled for completion by the end of
December 2009, involves improvements in cyclone and re-grind
efficiencies, supplementing the addition of a second ball mill similar
to the existing mill and the installation of a thickener, which will
utilise process water more cost effectively.

There was also a major focus during the year on progressing
underground development to provide sufficient stoping ore for the
planned increased production.

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Construction of a 4.5 metre diameter, 730 metre deep ventilation
shaft commenced during the year, and is scheduled to be completed
ready for the installation of a surface exhaust fan in December
2009. This shaft, the cost of which is estimated at $10.5 million, will
provide air ventilation for mining to at least 1.2 km below surface,
the depth of current resources. Expenditure on the ventilation shaft
by the end of the financial year totalled $4.13 million.

Capital and Development

Underground mining by the Company’s contractors, HWE Mining,
advanced the decline during the year, which will serve to access

all three currently scheduled ore bodies down to the 400 level.
Development of the M1 shoot continued down to the 420 level, with
the M2 shoot partly developed for future mining on many levels
within different panels. These panels will be between the 980 to 840
levels and between the 600 and 560 levels.

Raise Bore — Drilling Ventilation Shaft Pilot Hole

The M3 high grade shoot was partly developed between the 980
and 1040 levels with further panels designed to be developed from
the 900 and 600 levels.

Underground mine development expenditure totalled $20.35 million,
which not only covered access development to extend all ore shoots
(including the adjacent infrastructure of sub-level ventilation raises)
but also included electrical and pumping stations, refuge chambers,
underground booster fans and the installation of an underground
re-fuelling station and workshop.

Other capital expenditure during the year including purchase of
insurance spares, a new secondary surface crusher, extensions to the
village accommodation and the drilling of a fourth bore to extend
the bore field, totalled $4.21 million.

Underground Mining

During the year, 48% of ore was mined from the M1 shoot and 52%
from the M2 shoot with the proportion of ore from the M2 shoot
increasing to 63% over the second half of the year.

Ore was sourced from the M1 shoot between the 580 and 460 levels
and from parts of the M2 shoot between the 1020 and 940 levels.
Mining of an initial panel of the M3 shoot commenced at the end of
the year between the 980 and 1040 levels.

Challenger underground showing current level development

The method of identifying the drive locations and stope profiles

is identical for both the M1 and M2 shoots. Diamond drilling
establishes the general structural locations from the level 20 metres
above. Mapping of every face and subsequent sludge drilling
identifies the precise location of veins which are highly mineralised.
The M3 shoot is generally higher grade but narrower and will be
defined and partly stoped using hand-held air leg techniques as well
as mechanized methods.

Underground Diamond Drilling
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General ground stresses remain relatively benign for the depths
being mined. Special attention is given to any confluence of mafic or
other structures which can adversely affect ground conditions.

Ground stresses are closely monitored as the mine deepens. The
ground support required is established by Dominion’s geologists
and mining engineers who are audited and trained by specialist
geotechnical engineers who confirm ground conditions and

the ground support required. Besides intensive mapping, the
geotechnical information used is sourced from extensometers and
seismic monitoring underground.

Treatment Plant

The treatment plant performed well during the year with a

throughput rate of between 50 and 56 tonnes per hour. This will

initially rise to 65 tonnes per hour after the addition of the second

ball mill. Challenger Mill

Recoveries were in line with expectations at 94.0% but are
expected to improve from January 2010 when the second ball Treatment Plant Gold Recovery
mill is commissioned.

Availability of the plant remained generally very high at 96.0% in
spite of a six day production shutdown during April, which was due
to a trunnion bearing failure.

Power usage including the treatment plant, the village and
underground mining operation averaged 56.8 kWh per tonne of
ore treated. Net power costs totalled $7.18 million or $0.291/
kWhr during the year. Of this, $5.99 million was attributable to
expenditure on diesel.

In addition, a further $2.53 million was incurred on diesel fuel

used by the underground mining fleet, for diamond drilling from
surface, for the raise bore surface ventilation shaft and other specific
projects.

Processing Plant Availability

The increased rate of production planned from 2010 onwards and
longer mine life requires a larger capacity tailings storage area.
Government approval has been granted for an extension to the
tailings area with work on the extension commencing in June 2009.
It is expected this will provide sufficient capacity for over four years
of tailings to a similar height to the existing facility after which the
combined areas can be further raised.

Total Diesel Fuel Used Monthly
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Occupational Health & Safety

On average, 146 people (including specialist contractors for specific
projects) were employed at the mine during the year on a fly in fly
out roster from Adelaide. A total of 455,400 hours or 37,950 shifts
were worked at Challenger during the year.

HWE Mining, which is responsible for the underground mining
operation, employs the majority of personnel with 74 on site. A
workforce of 34 is employed by Belminco Ltd, which provides the
operating and maintenance functions relating to the treatment
plant. The catering contractor, Sodhexo, employs nine people for
catering and cleaning services.

The balance of personnel (29) comprises geologists, mining

engineers, surveyors, safety and occupational health, and

administrative personnel — all of whom are directly employed

by Dominion. Shift Change Aircraft Landing At Challenger Air Strip

The onsite occupational health and safety services were fully occupied with general health advice and consultations as well as first aid
treatments and mines rescue training. A total of three Lost Time Injuries occurred during the second half of the year. Prior to these incidents, a
record 665 days free of Lost Time Injury had been achieved.

The Royal Flying Doctor Service (RFDS) was again used where appropriate and provides an invaluable service for Challenger.

Environment

Due to the arid climate and environment surrounding the Challenger Project, there is limited vegetation growth on the rehabilitated external
slopes of the waste and tailings dams. However, annual Ecological Function Analysis surveys have determined that the rehabilitated areas on
the slopes have become fairly stable environments for developing ecosystems, with some vegetation cover increasing even in below average
rainfall years.

Annual flora surveys have found that vegetation conditions are not influenced by the proximity to the mine site, but rather by climate and
landform type found in the region.

The key resource of saline water from a nearby paleo-channel from 150 to 200 metres depth was monitored and a fourth bore was drilled
and equipped in order to rest and allow more maintenance of the existing three wells, which supply the 45,000-58,000TDS water for the
processing plant.

The monitoring bores around the tailings and waste storage areas were monitored with no adverse contaminants or effects on local water
regimes. Future seepage flows, if any, will gravitate towards the open pit. Three new monitoring wells have been constructed around the new
tailings dam (TSF2) to ensure that the monitoring program encompasses all aquifers likely to be affected by the dams.

Full details of the considerable monitoring around the mine and a detailed review of all environmental issues are contained within Dominion'’s
Annual Environmental Report, which is available at PIRSA's (Primary Industry and Resources Department of the South Australian Government)
website under wwwi.pir.sa.gov.au and can be found using the search keyword “Challenger”.

Social and Community Relations

The Company continues to support local indigenous groups and
offers the opportunity of employment at Challenger. Support for
other local communities was provided by sponsoring sporting and
other community events.

Dominion provides three bursaries for second and third year geology
and engineering students from Adelaide University.

In addition a number of other geology and engineering students
are also able to obtain hands on vacation and periodic weekend
work experience. This not only gives them exposure as a mining
professional, but also provides them with the opportunity to
determine if mining in particular at small, remote, underground, fly-
in/fly-out sites is a career option that suits them.

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The Future
The focus at Challenger continues to be on minimizing operating costs and maximizing the long term value of the operation.

Having confirmed the viability of the M2 shoot during the last two years, the decision to expand the operation to 530,000 tonnes per annum
will offer economies of scale within both underground mining and processing. Further business plan options will also be considered to
maximize the long term value of the Challenger Gold Mine, including varying the processing plant throughput and extracting ore from various
mixes of the principal ore shoots.

The intersections within the M3 Shoot and Challenger West and Shadow zone areas demonstrate that other higher grade shoots can be
discovered and brought into development schedules. Other intersections (as outlined in the Exploration Report) show the potential to increase
the reserve of high grade shoots.

Although costs are carefully monitored, minimizing risks and interruptions to production is also a priority at Challenger. Insurance spares
have now been extended for underground and treatment plant operations. Following completion of the expansion project, the two identical
diameter ball mills located side by side, with conveyor feeders to both, will enable production downtime to be minimized while resulting in
increased gold recoveries.

The ability each year to continue to define resources and reserves to underpin an extended Project mine life augurs well for future success.

Underground Survey Underground Diamond Core Sample
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Overview

Investment in exploration remains an integral part of the Company’s strategy for growth, with a total of $14.07 million of
expenditure in the 2009 financial year.

A major proportion of this investment ($9.02 million) continued to be focused on programs designed to define additional ore supply for
the Challenger Gold Operation. The cost effectiveness of these programs can be easily measured in terms of the additional resource and
reserve ounces defined, with resources being added at an exploration cost of $19 per ounce.

Elsewhere, exploration programs and strategies designed to create a pipeline to new mine developments are higher risk and more difficult to
evaluate. All projects continue to be rigorously assessed, and an ongoing search for new projects is a fundamental strategy.

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South Australia

The prospectivity of the eastern part of the Gawler Craton for Mesoproterozoic age Olympic Dam-style copper-gold-uranium
mineralisation has been a major exploration target since the 1970s. Dominion commenced gold exploration in the western part of the
Gawler Craton District in 1992, well ahead of subsequent industry interest in the area.

The discovery of the Challenger gold deposit in 1995, using the then innovative calcrete geochemistry technique, demonstrated the
prospectivity of the Archaean geology for gold mineralisation. More recently, the prospectivity of the region for world-class heavy
mineral sands (HMS) within the Eucla Basin sediments has also been demonstrated, in particular by lluka’s discovery of the Ambrosia
and Jacinth deposits.

Most of the extensive tenement package acquired by Dominion in the early to mid- 1990s has been retained. The current package can be
divided into three groups:

e the Central Tenements Area (CTA), centered on the Challenger Gold Deposit, where the bedrock is of Archaean age;

e the Labyrinth and Bulgunnia Project tenements, located in the eastern part of the Gawler Craton, where Proterozoic age geology is
dominant; and

e the Maralinga Joint Venture (Barton) tenements where the economic potential is related both to Archaean bedrock and also to the
development of the overlying Eucla Basin sediments.
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Gold

Challenger Mine Area (Dominian —100%)

The strategic focus of exploration at Challenger continues to be the
evaluation of targets which have a high potential for development
from existing and planned underground access.

During the year, this strategy has involved three main programs —
the Challenger Deeps surface drilling designed to evaluate the depth
extensions of the M1, M2 and M3 Shoots, surface drilling to evaluate
the Challenger West Shoot and underground exploration designed to
evaluate other target shoots from underground access.

Challenger Deeps surface drilling

Specialised diamond core drilling equipment is used to intersect the
target shoots at relatively shallow angles and at downhole depths of
up to 1,500 metres. To maximize the cost effectiveness of this drilling,
planning involves the drilling of a ‘parent’ hole from which a series of
‘daughter” holes are drilled at selected positions above the target.

During the year, three ‘Series’ of these deep diamond dfill holes were
completed. They were designed to evaluate the depth extensions of the
shoots over a 300 metre vertical interval between a vertical depth of
950 — 1,250 metres (250mRL — minus 50mRL).

Initially, the 82 Series drilling failed to intersect the shoots due to the
effect of an interpreted fault structure which has offset the shoots.
However, the subsequent 86 and 87 Series holes have confirmed the
continuity of the shoots, with well developed shoot style veining,
sulphide mineralisation and visible gold, down to a vertical depth of
1,250 metres. Gold analysis results returned from this drilling include a
number of high grade intersections including:

Surface drilling to test the Challenger West Shoot

Three diamond core holes, drilled during the year, have demonstrated excellent continuity of high grade mineralisation within the
Challenger West Shoot with intersections including 1.21 metres @ 251.9 g/t, 0.59 metres @ 76.0 g/t, 1.34 metres @ 29.1 g/t and 0.90
metres @ 310.9 g/t gold.

These results have underpinned an upgrade to the resources, as well as an initial reserve estimate, for this shoot (as detailed below).
The upgrade is due both to a depth extension of about 100 metres and also to an increase in the contained gold, which increases from
187 ounces per vertical metre (ovm) to a vertical depth of 295 metres (900m RL), to an average of 378ovm from 295 metres to

395 metres (900m RL —800m RL). The resource is contained within two adjacent structures, both of which are open at depth.

The next stage of evaluation at Challenger West will involve a detailed underground diamond drilling campaign from the 800m RL Exploration
Drive. This will target the shoot from 825m RL to approximately 750m RL.

Underground evaluation of other near mine targets

Schematic plan of shoots (part of reserves) and additional target shoots

The understanding of the Challenger gold system is still evolving. While the development of the M1 and M2 Shoots (and to a lesser
extent the M3 and SEZ Shoots) has facilitated a detailed interpretation of the geometry of the high grade mineralisation contained
in those shoots, there are many other targets, where high grade mineralisation has been intersected, but there is insufficient data to
interpret geometry and continuity.

Experience has demonstrated that the high grade structures at Challenger have excellent continuity. However, they are difficult to define
without close spaced information which is most effectively gained from underground access.

During the year, the M3 Shoot was the main priority for underground drilling and a series of high grade intersections were returned, as
summarised in the following table:

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These results facilitated increases to the resources and reserves for the M3 Shoot as detailed below.

The Lower M1 (Footwall) Target has been evaluated by a programme of diamond drilling using access provided by the 800m RL
Exploration Drive. Results received to date have defined a narrow, high grade structure with intersections including 1.2 metres grading
23.8 g/t and 0.38 metres grading 39.4 g/t gold. This is currently interpreted as an M3 Shoot-style structure.

While further drilling is planned, there will also be an opportunity to extend the 800m RL exploration drive into and along this
interpreted structure.

The 800m RL exploration drive will also be utilised to evaluate interpreted M2 Footwall Targets.

Resources and Reserves

As detailed in the Resources and Reserves Statement as of 30 June 2009 on pages 91 - 92, reserves for the Challenger Mine total
702,570 ounces. This represents an additional 73,465 ounces after taking account of production of 98,755 ounces during the year.

Resources have increased from 1,159,830 ounces to 1,461,140 ounces, and importantly, resources that are additional to those from which
reserves are estimated, have increased from 392,300 ounces to 719,590 ounces.

Given the very high historic conversion rate of resources to reserves at Challenger, these totals underpin confidence in an extended mine life.

The location of most of these resources and reserves is illustrated in the following figure:

Historic Production, and Resources and Reserves (as at June 2009)
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New reserves are mainly attributable to the M3 and Challenger West Shoots. These shoots will provide higher than average grade ore, much of
which will be based on hand-held mining techniques. These additions increase the average reserve ounces per vertical metre (ovm) to 1,780.
Future exploration will evaluate additional targets with an interpreted potential of between 550 — 810ovm.

The Challenger Deeps surface drilling program has demonstrated the continuity of the main M1 and M2 Shoots up to 400 metres below the
levels of the current reserves. Mining down to, and beyond, these levels is believed to be feasible. Conversion to reserves will depend on the
results of both further drilling and geotechnical evaluation.

During the year the exploration cost of discovery at Challenger was $19 per resource ounce. If historical conversion rates are maintained, a
very high proportion of these resource ounces are likely to be converted to reserves.

The gold endowment of Challenger (historic production, reserves and resources additional to reserves) is now very close to
2 million ounces.

Challenger Area Exploration
Due to the ongoing priorities of near-mine exploration, there has been no recent company funded exploration to evaluate the potential for
the discovery of ‘Challenger-style” economic gold mineralisation within Dominion’s extensive tenement holdings surrounding Challenger.

To enable more resources to be focused on this regional potential, the Company entered into an agreement with Southern Gold Limited (SAU)
in 2006 (see below). This agreement excludes the exploration tenement surrounding Challenger, where historic exploration has identified
several targets warranting follow up.

Southern Gold Joint Venture (Dominion — 49%)

SAU has expended $2 million (as of September 2009) to earn a 51% interest in the rights to gold mineralisation within the
Joint Venture tenements.

Their main focus has been directed at the Golf Bore Prospect, where they have been evaluating the continuity of a number of
previously outlined shoots.

More recently, they have commenced evaluation of a series of other regional targets.
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Copper — Gold

Dominion also has projects within the eastern part of the Gawler Craton District, where the main prospectivity is for Olympic Dam/Prominent
Hill-style copper-gold mineralisation.

Labyrinth Project (Dominion — 100%)

The Labyrinth Project comprises tenements that cover a large gravity high anomaly, and spatially related magnetic high anomalies. The
‘basement’ geology is extensively intruded and overlain by the Middle Proterozoic Hiltaba Suite granitoids and Gawler Range Volcanics that
host the Olympic Dam/Prominent Hill (I0CG)-style copper-gold-uranium mineralisation.

Geological and geophysical modelling carried out during the year has identified a number of residual gravity and magnetic targets. These
targets have the potential to reflect the development of IOCG-style alteration and mineralisation that have not previously been drill evaluated.

After securing all required access approvals, the Company plans to drill test the priority T1 Target, a residual magnetic and gravity anomaly,
modelled at a depth of 600 metres.
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Bulgunnia (Minotaur Exploration) Joint Venture
Dominion has a 10% free carried interest in ground located to the south west of the Prominent Hill Copper-Gold Mine where Minotaur
Exploration is exploring for I0CG-style mineralisation. The ground covers part of a major NE-SW trending structure extending south, westward

from the Prominent Hill area.

Iron Ore

Iron Road Limited can earn a 90% interest in the iron ore rights within the Central Tenements Area (CTA) by both sole funding exploration and
issuing $1 million worth of stock (or 2% of the company's equity, if a higher value). They are targeting magnetite mineralisation similar to that
in their Warramboo Project area.
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Heavy Mineral Sands

Barton West Project (Dominion — 90%)
The Barton West Project is located within the Eucla Basin District of South Australia, where a number of HMS (Heavy Mineral Sands) deposits
have been discovered including the world class Ambrosia and Jacinth deposits currently being developed by lluka Resources.

Eucla Basin District — Heavy Mineral Sands deposits

Drilling programs completed prior to the current year had outlined a very large area (30 km N-S and up to 15 km E-W) of anomalous heavy
mineral sands (HMS) development

During the year closer spaced drilling was carried out within a 3 km x 3 km area to better facilitate an understanding of the controls and
continuity of potentially economic HMS.

TZ Minerals International Pty Ltd (TZMI), internationally acknowledged consultants to the HMS industry, were engaged during the year to carry
out a review of the project. Following advice from TZMI, resource estimation was carried out applying the following parameters:

1. Interpretation of the continuity of HMS requires accurate definition of level data. Accordingly Shuttle Radar Topography Mission (SRTM)
data were acquired to produce a more accurate digital elevation model.

2. Resources should reflect continuity of consistent trends at consistent levels. These trends are mainly interpreted to be palaeo ‘strand lines'.
However, there also appears to be an area of significant continuity which is interpreted to represent a ‘lagoonal facies' development
(see figure below).

3. A 2% HMS lower cut off grade was used.
4. Overburden ratios have been estimated.

5. Mineralogical data is based on ‘modal analyses’ undertaken by Diamantina Laboratories and XRF determinations undertaken
by Ultra Trace Laboratories.

The resulting resource estimate is tabulated below:

This estimate comprises multiple separate zones.
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More targeted drilling in the area of the above zones (and other zones) has the potential to extend and/or link them.
Mineralogical data is based principally on ‘modal analyses’ undertaken by Diamantina Laboratories.

Summary

The ‘strand line’ resource estimate consists of multiple separate zones, many of which have the potential to become linked with further infill
drilling. There is also the potential to define continuity outside of the resource area.

The overall area of mineralisation is large and, apart from the more closely drilled area in the southwest corner (which comprises about 25%
of the total area), there are additional indications of more typical strandline development. Drilling is very wide-spaced, so it is quite possible
that there are economic accumulations between and below the existing drill holes.

With a better understanding of the geology, it will now be possible to target a more focussed exploration program.
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Western Australia

In Western Australia, Dominion is exploring principally for gold and copper-gold deposits in a number of geological districts.

Western Australia Projects — Geological districts and gold deposits
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Gold

Tropicana Belt
Cundeelee Project (Dominion — 100%)

Dominion’s Cundeelee Project comprises an area of approximately 1,260 square kilometres and lies within a distinctive NE-SW trending
geological belt that hosts the relatively recently discovered + 5 million ounce Tropicana Deposit, and a number of recently discovered gold
prospects. Unlike other gold districts in WA, this belt had no historical gold mining and, until the last few years, very little exploration activity.

Cundalee Project — Regional location Cundalee Project — target areas

Dominion’s initial strategy involved systematic geochemical sampling over the entire project area, comprising the collection of over

31,000 samples. This resulted in the definition of 14, often large, areas of gold anomalism. An unusual feature is that there are no well defined
trends which would normally be defined by peak values. While this is indicative of the development of underlying gold mineralised systems,
there is relatively poor definition of targets for follow up drilling.

The follow up strategy has been to undertake broad spaced RAB and air core ‘interface’ drilling over selected parts of the geochemical anomalies.
This was designed to gain an understanding of the ‘regolith” profile (i.e. the nature of the cover material between the surface and the underlying
fresh bedrock), the geology of the bedrock and, hopefully, to demonstrate a link between the surface geochemical anomalism and regolith and/or
bedrock gold mineralisation.

Ten areas of gold geochemical anomalism have been evaluated by interface drilling with significant gold values, (+ 100 ppb gold), being
returned at six of the areas. This level of gold anomalism is seen as significant and is comparable to values returned from the early interface
drilling at Tropicana.
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However, in many areas, the anomalous gold values are developed within a complex regolith profile, with variable thicknesses of both
transported cover and deeply weathered ‘in situ’ material. Again, this makes the targeting of follow up drilling more difficult.

The end game is to trace the gold values back to their source and that will be the focus of future exploration.

South West Yilgarn District

The South West Yilgarn District is a geological extension of the main Western Australian Archaean districts that host world class deposits of
gold, nickel, copper, lead, zinc and uranium. Dominion has developed a unique regional geochemical database, comprising over
175,000 samples, within an area of 140,000 square kilometres throughout this district.

While historically this database has been utilised mainly for targeting gold mineralisation, it constitutes an important asset for future targeting
for gold and other commodities.

Kukerin Project (Dominion — 100%)

The Kukerin Project comprises a group of tenements covering the north-west trending Kukerin Shear Zone.

An intersection of 21 metres grading 3.5 g/t gold from initial reconnaissance interface drilling at the Bottleneck Prospect, located along the
Kukerin Shear Zone, was followed up, during the year, with detailed infill interface drilling.

Kukerin Project Bottleneck Prospect

Further intersections, including 22 metres grading 3.7 g/t, 15 metres grading 3.5 g/t, 18 metres grading 3.5 g/t (including 3 metres grading
18.8 gft), 14 metres grading 6.6 g/t and 9 metres grading 6.3 g/t gold, have outlined a small zone of relatively high grade gold mineralisation
developed in the weathered profile within 40 metres of the surface.

Deeper drilling to test the underlying fresh bedrock is required to evaluate the geometry and continuity of this mineralisation.
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Eastern Goldfields District

Dominion has entered into two farm-in agreements (covering the Yalla Burra and Blue Dam Projects), on tenements that cover a
30 km length of an emerging gold corridor, adjacent to the interpreted position of the Kanowna Shear Zone, south of Integra Mining's
Salt Creek discovery.

There has been relatively limited previous exploration within this area.

Eastern Goldfields — Regional setting showing Yalla Burra
and Blue Dam prospects

Yalla Burra Project

A farm-in agreement with Rubicon Resources Limited gives Dominion the right to earn a 70% in the project through expenditure of
$600,000 over a four year period. Exploration will initially involve geochemical sampling and interface drilling.
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Blue Dam Project
An agreement with Murchison Resources Pty Ltd gives Dominion the right to acquire a 90% interest by making payments totalling
about $150,000.

A geological interpretation for the Blue Dam Project has identified a folded magnetic unit which is truncated by the Kanowna Shear, and which
also lies adjacent to a magnetic syenite intrusive. This target lies beneath lake sediments and is untested by drilling. Planned evaluation will
involve aircore drilling using a track mounted drill rig.

Copper — Gold
South West Yilgarn District

Dominion’s South West Yilgarn geochemical database has indicated a number of significant regional trends. In particular, the northern part of
the district shows a stronger copper-gold association than further to the south. In recent years, exploration has defined an extensive copper-
gold mineralised system at Wongan Hills and, in the past year, several newly defined copper and copper-gold geochemical anomalies have
been defined within the Wongan South area.

Wongan Hills (Dominion — 80%) and Wongan South Projects (Dominion — 100%)

Previous exploration at Wongan Hills has defined both a very extensive system of copper-gold mineralisation (the Ninan Prospect) and
outlined a parallel multi-element geochemical anomaly (zinc, lead, copper, gold, arsenic, tin, and tungsten as well as important ‘pathfinder
elements indium, bismuth and antimony) at the Mystery Prospect.

It is thought that these results demonstrate prospectivity for Golden Grove-style volcanogenic hosted massive sulphide (VHMS) copper-gold
and copper, lead, zinc and silver deposits.

Further exploration is planned to test the interpreted western continuity of these systems where they merge along a north-south oriented
shear zone (the Wongan West target). This previously undrilled target is defined by a strong copper geochemical anomaly with supporting gold
and arsenic values.

This area is subject to a new farm-in agreement with Red River Resources and Iron Mountain Limited under which Dominion can earn a
90% interest.
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Wongan Hills Project

Wongan Hills and Wongan South Projects

Wongan South Project
Initial reconnaissance roadside geochemical sampling in the area to the south of Wongan Hills outlined a series of (mainly) copper anomalies.

Follow up off-road sampling has subsequently defined at least four distinct anomalous zones (anomalies A — D). New airborne magnetic data
has enabled a much more detailed interpretation of the geological setting of these zones.

Area A

The Area A anomaly is a coincident copper-gold-arsenic-lead (results for other elements, including zinc, are pending) soil anomaly open
to the south. The anomaly is 4km long and lies adjacent to a magnetic high lineament that appears to be truncated by a regional
north-south fault zone.

The coincidence of the anomaly with this geological occurrence is considered to be very favourable for a copper-gold system.
Areas B, Cand D

Areas B, C and D all display broad copper soil anomalies that are open to the north and south. Areas B and D are possibly the southern extension
of the Wongan West anomaly, and further geochemistry between the two areas may define them as one single large copper anomaly.

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The board of directors endorses the need for and continued maintenance of the highest standards of corporate governance practices and
ethical conduct by all directors and employees of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities.

The Role of the Board

The board is ultimately accountable to shareholders for the overall management and performance of Dominion Mining Limited and is
responsible for a continuing high standard of governance within Dominion Mining Limited with a clear responsibility for:
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e providing direction for and approving and reviewing strategic plans and objectives;
e establishing goals for senior executives and regularly review their performance against these goals;

e overseeing and monitoring financial performance, the integrity of internal controls and reporting on a regular and timely basis to
shareholders to ensure trading in Dominion shares takes place in an informed market;

e monitoring regulatory compliance and ensure the company acts legally, ethically and responsibly;

e the appointment, performance assessment, remuneration and if necessary removal of directors and senior executives including the
managing director, chief financial officer and company secretary.

The board has established a formal charter setting out its main responsibilities and code of conduct.

Matters necessary for the day-to-day management of the company are delegated to senior executives who have the authority and
responsibility for planning, directing and controlling designated business units within the company consistent with plans and budgets
approved by the board. The board has approved delegated authority limits for senior executives which are reviewed on a regular basis.

The board has also delegated specific responsibilities to board committees to deal with particular matters.
The board meets on a regular basis throughout each year and schedules a number of meetings at the Challenger mine site.

At each board meeting the board reviews in detail all aspects of the company’s business. This process also includes presentations from senior
executives on results of their designated business units and the company's overall performance.

Non executive directors are encouraged to have direct dialogue with the company’s executives and the chairman and managing director also
confer on a regular basis.

Composition of the Board

The board represents a broad range of skills and experience and currently consists of five people, three non executive directors (including the
chairman, who has the casting vote) and two executive directors.

New directors have formal agreements governing their employment. These agreements outline:
e remuneration;

e term of appointment;

e expectations in relation to attendance at meetings;

e expectations and procedures in relation to other directorships;

e procedures in relation to conflicts of interest;

e insurance and indemnity arrangements;

e compliance with governance policies; and

¢ confidentiality and access to information.

Directors have an appropriate range of expertise and technical and commercial skills relevant to the business and have the commitment to
adequately discharge their duties and responsibilities associated with the position.

One third of directors other than the managing director, are required to retire and stand for re-election by shareholders every year. Any director
appointed to fill a casual vacancy must submit themselves to shareholders for election at the next Annual General Meeting.

Details of the qualifications and experience of each director are disclosed in the directors’ report.

To assist in their deliberations on issues arising in the course of their duties, any director of the board with the chairman’s approval may seek
at the company's expense, professional external advice as considered necessary.

When considering any matters that may have a potential conflict of interest, involved directors withdraw from all deliberations
concerning the matter.

STATEMENT OF CORPORATE GOVERNANCE PRACTICES

Executive directors are prohibited from holding external directorships except with the prior approval of the board.

A policy has been adopted by the board establishing guidelines under which directors, executives and employees may trade in the shares of
the company. These guidelines restrict the times as to when directors, executives and employees may purchase or sell shares and also prohibits
short term speculative trading.

The company has in place a Code of Conduct that establishes the guidelines for the conduct of directors, senior executives and
employees. The Code of Conduct provides a benchmark for ethical behaviour to assist the company to maintain the trust and confidence
of all of its stakeholders.

The Code of Conduct deals with:

ethical behaviour;

o  conflicts of interest;

e prohibition on insider trading;

e prohibition on making unauthorised gains;

e non-disclosure of confidential information;

e equal opportunity;

o fair dealing;

e health and safety;

e protection and use of company assets;

e prohibition on making unauthorised public statements.

Remuneration Policy

The remuneration of directors and executives is set with the overall objective for the retention of a high quality board and executive team, to
maximise value of the shareholders’ investment. The full detail of directors and executives’ remuneration is set out in the Director's Report.

Non executive directors’ fees are determined within an aggregate directors’ fee pool limit of $350,000 approved by shareholders in 1990. Non
executive directors are entitled to a retirement benefit which is calculated on years of service and capped at three times the director’s annual
fee after nine years of service.

Non executive directors receive fees which reflect their skills, responsibility and time commitment in the discharge of their duties.

The chairman of the board is responsible for determining the process for evaluating board performance. Evaluations are normally conducted
annually and include self assessment by each director and peer review of their performance during the year. In addition, the performance of
the board as a whole and each of its committees are reviewed annually against the requirements of their respective charters and the overall
performance of the company. In the year ended 30 June 2009 the board, through the remuneration committee, undertook an evaluation of its
performance with the review conducted internally in accordance with the principles outlined above.

The executive salary can be packaged and includes cash component and other remuneration including superannuation and other benefits such
as motor vehicles.

Other than for the managing director, Jonathan Shellabear, no component of the other executive’s salary is at risk as the company has not
set specific performance targets which alter the executive remuneration. Whilst the company does not have a formal cash incentive or bonus
scheme for the other executives, discretionary cash bonuses, retention bonuses and options may be issued from time to time, to reflect the
performance of the consolidated entity.

Directors and senior executives are not permitted to trade in financial products associated with the company'’s shares that limit the risk of a fall
in value of any unvested equity entitlement awarded to them.

External remuneration consultants provide analysis and advice to ensure executive remuneration packages reflect relevant employment
market conditions.

All senior executives have formal agreements governing their employment. These agreements outline:
e job description;

® remuneration;

e compliance with governance policies;

e notice and rights on termination.

Further details on these are set out in the remuneration section of the directors’ report.

The board through the remuneration committee reviews the performance of senior executives including the managing director on an annual
basis. The senior executive is evaluated against the performance of the business unit they have responsibility for and the overall performance
of the company. The performance criteria include technical, financial and corporate responsibilities including health and safety components.
Performance reviews were carried out in December 2008 taking into account the performance criteria outlined above.
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Risk Management and Internal Controls

Policies, procedures and systems of internal controls which outline and monitor, amongst other things, workplace health and safety standards,
environmental standards, employee and community relations, insurance and risk management decisions are in place. The board is of the

view that it is crucial for all directors and executives to be a part of this process, and as such the board has not established a separate risk
management committee.

So that the board is aware of the current status of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities and to enable informed decisions to be
made, the board regularly reviews operating and financial information. The board also visits the company’s operations at the Challenger mine
site on a regular basis.

Where appropriate, competent external advice is obtained by management to audit proposals prior to presentation to and a decision being
made by the board.
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The board has a number of mechanisms in place to ensure that management's objectives and activities are aligned with the risks identified by
the board. These include the following:

e Implementation of board approved operating plans and budgets and board monitoring of the progress both of a financial and non-
financial nature against these budgets.

e The establishment of a committee to report on and monitor environmental and occupational health and safety matters.
e The establishment of a gold hedge risk management policy which establishes the criteria for selling forward against future gold production.

¢ The requirement for the managing director and finance director to certify the integrity of the financial statements and the effectiveness of
the risk management and internal control systems.

e Reporting by senior executives to the board on a regular basis on material business risks including such matters as:
- occupational health and safety;
- environmental and rehabilitation;
- mine operational parameters including the monitoring and independent audit of ground conditions;
- cash investment criteria and cash flow management;
- relevant internal control systems and the effectiveness of these.
Management have reported on relevant matters to the board on a monthly basis during the financial year.

The board has received written assurance from the chief executive officer and chief financial officer that the declaration provided by them in
accordance with section 295A of the Corporations Act is founded on a sound system of risk management and control and that the system is
operating effectively in relation to financial reporting risks.

The managing director and chief financial officer also regularly attend the audit committee meetings by invitation and the committee also
confers with the external auditors at each meeting.

Audit Committee

By virtue of their qualifications and commercial experience the board consider that members of the audit committee are appropriately
qualified to hold these positions. The audit committee has the following responsibilities as per the established charter:

Charter

e Assist the board of directors in fulfilling its corporate governance responsibilities by ensuring compliance with accounting and financial
reporting obligations, reviewing and monitoring internal financial controls, risk management activities and external audit functions and
reviewing the ongoing independence of the auditors.

e Responsible for the selection and appointment of external auditors and ensuring the rotation of the audit partner at least every five years.

e The committee shall be members of, and be appointed by, the board of directors and shall comprise at least three directors that have
diverse, complementary backgrounds, and are independent of management of the company.

e The committee chair shall have some relevant commercial experience with a business background and the committee members shall be
financially literate, with at least one member having reasonable financial management expertise and qualifications.
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e The committee shall meet at least twice each year before completion and release to the market of the half yearly and annual financial
statements. The external auditors and managing director and chief financial officer shall be in attendance at each of these meetings.
In addition if appropriate, the committee shall meet in private as and when required to assess other matters that may arise including
management's effectiveness.

e Ensure no non-audit work is carried out by the auditor.

Remuneration Committee

Reviews the remuneration of directors, executives and employees and assesses remuneration matters in general including the issue of options
to employees under the Dominion Mining Limited employee share option plan and implementation and evaluation of the equity-based plan,
including performance hurdles introduced for the managing director.

Occupational Health and Safety Committee

Ensures appropriate policies and procedures are in place for work place health and safety including adequate training programs and reviews
the effectiveness of these.

Nomination Committee
Formulates policy and criteria for assessment of candidates to the board and identifies potential candidates.

Shareholder Communication and the Rights of Shareholders

The company is aware of the importance of keeping the market fully informed and of its continuous disclosure obligations of all material
matters. Key information and communication including quarterly and annual reports, press releases and broker reports are placed on the
company website immediately after release. The company's continuous disclosure policy is available on the company website.

The company secretary has the ultimate responsibility in ensuring the timely release of all material matters and statutory information to the
market. The chairman and managing director approve releases to the market relevant to the company's business and activities.

In addition the company’s auditors attend the annual general meeting and are available to answer questions by shareholders on matters
concerning the financial statements, the audit process and the content of the audit report.

Directors Independence

The test of independence of a director, as recommended by the ASX Guidelines, is that they should not be a substantial shareholder of the
company, should not be a member of management and should be free of any business or other relationship that could materially interfere
with, or could reasonably be perceived to materially interfere with, the exercise of the directors unfettered and independent judgement.

Notwithstanding Mr Joseph's shareholding in the company and Mr Alexander being employed as an executive by the company within the last
three years (resigned as an executive 31 January 2008), the board considers all of the non executive directors are independent directors as
defined under the Corporate Governance Principles.

The board considers it is appropriate for Mr Joseph to hold the position of chairman having regard to his overall commercial experience,
his knowledge of the mining and resources industry and other than his shareholding and status of non executive director he has no other
relationship or business dealings with the company.

Both of the other non executive directors, Mr Gaskell and Mr Alexander are considered to be independent as they have no material contractual
relationship with the company other than as a non executive director and are free from any interest and any business or other relationship
with the company.

By open and transparent discussion at board meetings, with directors encouraged to have independent views and judgement and with
a mixture of skills and experience the board believes it is of an effective composition, size and commitment to adequately discharge its
responsibilities and duties.

Short term incentive (STI)

The company policy is that no arrangements should be entered into to protect the value of unvested LTI'S. This policy will be monitored on an
annual basis and if considered necessary will involve an independent audit.

Variable Remuneration - Short Term Incentive (STI)

Objective

Short term incentives are designed to link the relative component of Jonathan Shellabear’s remuneration to the overall performance of the
company. The total potential STl is set at a level to provide the incentive to achieve established targets.

Structure

STI's will be based on a combination of internal and external targets with the targets consisting of a number of key performance indicators
(KPI's). These cover both financial and non financial, corporate and individual measures of performance. On an annual basis based on
performance against KPI's the remuneration committee will determine and recommend to the board the amount to be paid to Jonathan
Shellabear. The STI can total 100% of his cash component of fixed remuneration.

As a result of achieving targets as determined by the board a $75,000 cash bonus was granted to Jonathan Shellabear following a
Remuneration Committee recommendation on 26 November 2008 and paid as at 31 December 2008.

Variable Remuneration - Long Term Incentive (LTI)

Objective

Long term incentives are designed to reward and incentivise Jonathan Shellabear dependent on the performance of the company aligned to
the creation of shareholder wealth.

Structure

LTI's were granted to Jonathan Shellabear during the 2008 financial year by way of share options and performance rights and approved at a
meeting of shareholders held on 24 April 2008.

The 1,050,000 share options granted during 2008 will vest in three equal tranches over a 3 year period. The exercise price of Tranche 1 is

The company uses a relative total shareholder return (TSR) as the performance hurdle for the LTI plan measured against a group of selected

peers (Comparator Group). The comparator group will comprise companies within the S&P/ASX Gold Index and selected by the Board at the
time it meets to consider the final entitlement. Relative TSR was selected as the LTI performance hurdle as it ensures an alignment between

comparative shareholder return and reward for Jonathan Shellabear.

Performance rights will become exercisable as at 1 February 2011 so long as the performance hurdles are satisfied by the company’s TSR over
the period exceeding a growth rate of 5% per annum compounded and the ranking of the company is at or above the 50th percentile of the
comparator group. At the 50th percentile Jonathan Shellabear will be entitled to 50% of the total shares available under the performance
rights, increasing proportionately to 100% at the 75th percentile.
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Employment Contracts

Remuneration and other terms of employment for the executive directors and the two executive officers are formalised in service agreements.
These do not have a fixed term and do not have guaranteed salary increases.

Nature of Operations and Principal Activities

The principal activities of the consolidated entity during the year involved the operation of the Challenger Gold Project and mineral exploration
in Western Australia and the Gawler Craton region of South Australia.

Review of Operations

Results

The net amount of the consolidated operating profit for the year ended 30 June 2009 after provision for income tax was
$31,132,000 (2008: profit of $33,378,000).

The result was after taking into account: $5,050,000 of exploration expenditure, $3,963,000 attributable to administration costs, $1,952,000
relating to the negative mark to market of gold forward sale contracts, $4,939,000 which represents the notional value as determined by

a binomial option pricing valuation model, of options and Monte-Carlo simulation model, of performance rights issued to employees and
expensed through the profit and loss as required by Australian Accounting Standards and an income tax expense of $4,547,000.

Financial Position
Sales revenue increased by 15% to $112,608,000 with $109,943,000 attributable to gold sales (2008: $97,643,000 with

$95,076,000 attributable to gold sales). Revenue from gold sales was achieved from the sale of 97,443 ounces of gold reflecting
an average price received of $1,128 per ounce.

As at 30 June 2009, the consolidated entity had cash and bullion sold of $45,346,000 (2008: $55,674,000) comprising cash of
$42,354,000 and bullion sold (treated as a receivable in the balance sheet) of $2,992,000.

The weighted average share price over the financial year was $3.77 with a closing high at the end of March 2009 of $5.60 and a closing low
of $2.33 at the end of October 2008. The trend of the company'’s share price generally reflects market conditions, movements in the USD gold
price and the operating performance of the Challenger mine. The closing share price at the end of June 2009 was $4.61.

Challenger Gold Project (Dominion Gold Operations Pty Limited 100%)

Operations at Challenger commenced in October 2002.

Production for the financial year ended 30 June 2009 was 98,755 ounces at an average site cash operating cost of $438 per ounce. Operating
costs per ounce increased by 19% over the previous year and was primarily a function of grade due to an increase in lower grade M2 ore
being processed. This was partially due to a greater emphasis on mine development of the M1 in preparation for the plant expansion to a
processing capacity of around 530,000 tonnes per annum which is scheduled to be completed by the end of the 2009 calendar year.
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Review of Operations (Continued)

The decision to increase the throughput capacity of the plant was made following the completion of a feasibility study in March 2009 which
estimated a capital cost for the expansion of $4.82 million with increased production to around 120,000 ounces per annum from January
2010. The expansion will require the installation of a second ball mill identical to the existing mill and installation of a thickener to more
efficiently and economically utilise the increased volumes of process water that will be required.

Construction of a 730 metre deep ventilation shaft commenced during the year and is scheduled to be complete for commissioning during
December 2009. This shaft the cost of which is estimated at $10.5 million will provide ventilation for mining to at least 1.2 km below surface
which is the depth of current resources.

Underground drilling continued to demonstrate the continuity of high grade mineralisation in future mining levels of the Challenger shoots.
Resources increased by 26% from 30 June 2008 to 1,461,140 ounces (including 719,590 ounces that are additional to Reserves). After taking
account of the full year production, reserves totalled 702,570 ounces as at June 30 2009, reflecting an increase of 73,465 ounces over the
previous 12 months. These reserves include estimates for the M3 and Challenger West Shoots which, together with the M1 and M2 Shoots,
increase the average reserve ounces per vertical metre (ovm) to 1,780 ounces.

Exploration

The Challenger Deeps surface drilling programme, designed to evaluate depth extensions of the Challenger Shoot system, continued during the
year and demonstrated continuity of the M1, M2 and M3 Shoots. The 26% increase in the gold resource inventory to 1,461,140 ounces equates to
$19.00 per ounce of exploration discovery costs and takes into account the resource depletion relative to the annual production of 98,755 ounces.

Underground exploration has targeted the M3 Shoot and the Lower M1 (Footwall) Target, with results from the M3 demonstrating continuity
of this high grade structure. Results from the Lower M1 (Footwall) Target defined a narrow, high grade structure.

Resource estimate calculated for Barton West mineral sands project located in the Eucla Basin district of South Australia of 171.7 million
tonnes grading 2.8% HM.

In Western Australia, there was ongoing exploration in particular at the Cundeelee Project and Kukerin with no significant results returned.

Likely Developments and Expected Results

Challenger Gold Project (Dominion Gold Operations Pty Limited 100%)

Production for the first half of the next financial year is anticipated to be 40-45,000 ounces at cash costs in the mid $500°s per ounce.
Following the completion of the plant expansion anticipated for early December 2009, production in the second half is expected to increase to
around 55-60,000 ounces at cash costs in the mid $400's per ounce.

Exploration
The main focus will continue to be at the Challenger Gold Project where activity will target both new resource definition and the conversion of
existing resources to reserves.

Elsewhere in South Australia, drilling will target copper-gold mineralisation at the Labyrinth Project. Further evaluation of the heavy mineral
sands resources at Barton West is also planned.

In Western Australia gold will be the main target within the Cundeelee, Yalla Burra, Blue Dam and Kukerin Projects and copper-gold
mineralisation will be targeted within the Wongan Hills Project.
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Risk Management and Internal Controls
Procedures and systems of internal control which outline and monitor, amongst other things, workplace health and safety standards,
environmental standards, employee and community relations and risk management decisions are in place.

So that the board is aware of the current status of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities and to enable informed decisions to be
made, the board regularly reviews operating and financial information.

The board is of the view that it is crucial for all directors and executives to be a part of this process, and as such the board has not established
a separate risk management committee.

Where appropriate, competent external advice is obtained by management to audit proposals prior to presentation to and decision by the board.

The board has a number of mechanisms in place to ensure that management's objectives and activities are aligned with the risks identified by
the board. These include the following:

e Implementation of board approved operating plans and budgets and board monitoring of the progress both of a financial and non-
financial nature against these budgets.

e Regular reporting on specific business risks, including such matters as occupational health and safety, mine operational parameters
including monitoring and independent audit of ground conditions, cash investment criteria and cash flow management.

e The establishment of a gold hedge risk management policy which establishes the criteria for selling forward against future gold production.

e The requirement for the managing director and finance director to certify the integrity of the financial statements and the effectiveness of
internal control systems.

Significant Changes in the State of Affairs

Total assets have increased by $22,680,000 over the year to $146,543,000. The majority of this increase related to Challenger mine
development costs, capital expenditure on plant and equipment and resource/reserve evaluation expenditure incurred over the financial year
and capitalisation of $10,623,000 of the payment to Resolute Resources Pty Ltd for the acquisition of the Challenger Gold Production Royalty.

Cash and bullion decreased by $10,328,000 following dividends paid of $14,381,000 and payment of $11,812,000 for the acquisition of the
Challenger Gold Production Royalty.

Total liabilities increased marginally by $328,000 over the year to $19,586,000. This was due principally to an increase in derivatives of
$1,952,000 which relates to the unrealised mark to market value of gold forward sale contracts and an increase in provisions of
$1,685,000 relating primarily to employee entitlements. These were offset by a reduction of trade and other payables of $3,054,000.

In the opinion of the directors, there were no other significant changes in the state of affairs of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled
entities that occurred during the year not otherwise disclosed in this report or the consolidated financial statements.

Dividends

On 20 February 2009 the directors declared an interim unfranked dividend of 6 cents per share. The record date for the dividend was 17 March
2009 with the payment date 31 March 2009. Total amount paid was $6,180,000.

On 27 August 2009 directors declared a final unfranked dividend of 8 cents per share. The record date for the dividend was 16 September 2009
with the dividend to be paid on 30 September 2009. Total payment will be $8,240,000.

Events Subsequent to Balance Date

On 20 July 2009 a zero cost collar diesel hedge based on Singapore gas oil 0.5% sulphur was entered into. The call option strike is A$0.7550/
litre with a put option strike of A$0.6224/litre. The hedge which covers a 23 month period commencing August 2009 is for 3,500 barrels
(556,500 litres) per month, approximately 74% of monthly diesel usage at the Challenger mine site.

No other matter or circumstance has arisen that has significantly affected, or may significantly affect, the operations of Dominion Mining
Limited and its controlled entities, the results of those operations or the state of affairs of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities
in subsequent years not otherwise disclosed in this report or the consolidated financial statements.
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Directors’ and Officers' Indemnity and Insurance

During the year, Dominion Mining Limited has paid premiums in respect of directors’ and executive officers' liability insurance contracts.
These policies indemnify persons who are directors or executive officers of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities against certain
losses, which could arise if a claim was made against them. There have been no claims made at the date of this report. The premium has not

been determined on an individual entity, director or officer basis. Dominion Mining Limited is prohibited by a confidentiality agreement within
the contract for insurance from disclosing any further details of the insurance.

No other agreements to indemnify directors, executive officers or auditors have been entered into, nor have any payments in relation to
indemnification been made, during or since the year by Dominion Mining Limited.

Environmental Regulation and Performance

The consolidated entity from time to time is required to enter into rehabilitation performance bonds over its mining and exploration tenements.
The bonds are in favour of the departments in the various states and territories of Australia responsible for overseeing the rehabilitation of
areas in which mining and exploration work is conducted. The bonds require that at the conclusion of the mining and/or exploration activities
specific rehabilitation work be performed to minimise the environmental impact of those activities. The liability for the rehabilitation work is
generally transferred with any change in ownership.

There have been no known breaches by the consolidated entity of any bond conditions.

In addition rehabilitation work is carried out on an ongoing basis during the course of the operations to an extremely high standard.

Corporate Structure

Dominion Mining Limited is a company limited by shares that is incorporated and domiciled in Australia. Dominion Mining Limited has
prepared a consolidated financial report incorporating the entities that it controlled during the financial year.

Auditor Independence and Non Audit Services

During the year the auditors of the consolidated entity Ernst & Young preserved their independence as required under Section 307C of the
Corporations Act 2001 and did not perform any services other than that as required under statutory regulations.

The directors received the Auditors’ Independent Declaration from the auditor of Dominion Mining Limited as disclosed on page 88 of this report.

Rounding of Amounts

Dominion Mining Limited is an entity to which Australian Securities and Investments Commission Class Order 98/100 applies. Pursuant to this
Class Order, amounts reported in this report and the financial statements have been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars, except where
not permitted to be rounded under the Corporations Act 2001.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

(a) Basis of preparation

The financial report of Dominion Mining Limited for the year ended 30 June 2009 was authorised for issue in accordance with a
resolution of the directors on 29 September 2009.

The Company is limited by shares incorporated in Australia whose shares are publicly traded on the Australian Stock Exchange.

The principal activities of the consolidated entity during the year involved the operation of the Challenger Gold Project and mineral
exploration in Western Australia and the Gawler Craton region of South Australia.

The financial report is a general-purpose financial report which has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the
Corporations Act 2001 and Australian Accounting Standards. The financial report has also been prepared on a historical cost basis except
for derivative financial instruments and financial assets held for trading which have been measured at fair value.

The financial report is presented in Australian dollars and all values are rounded to the nearest thousand dollars (“$'000”), unless
otherwise stated, under the option available to the company under ASIC Class Order 98/100. The company is an entity to which the class
order applies.

Principles of Consolidation

The consolidated financial statements comprise a consolidation of the financial statements of Dominion Mining Limited and all entities
controlled by Dominion Mining Limited at the end of the year.

Where there is a gain/loss of control of a controlled entity, the consolidated financial statements include the results for that part of the
reporting period during which Dominion Mining Limited had control.

The financial statements of controlled entities are prepared for the same reporting period as Dominion Mining Limited, using consistent
accounting policies. Adjustments are made to bring into line any dissimilar accounting policies, which may exist. Al inter-entity balances
and transactions, and unrealised profits or losses arising from inter-entity transactions, have been eliminated in full.

Revenue Recognition

Revenue is recognised and measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable to the extent that it is probable that the
economic benefit will flow to the entity and the revenue can be reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also
be met before revenue is recognised.

Sale of gold

Revenue from sales of gold is recognised when there has been a passing of the significant risks and rewards of ownership, which means
the following:

e The product is in a form suitable for delivery and no further processing is required by or on behalf of the consolidated entity;
e The quantity and quality (grade) of the product can be determined with reasonable accuracy;

e The product has been despatched to the customer and is no longer under the physical control of the consolidated entity;

e The selling price can be measured reliably;

e |tis probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the consolidated entity; and

e The costs incurred, or expected to be incurred, in respect of the transaction can be measured reliably.

Interest
Revenue is recognised as the interest accrues using the effective interest rate method (which is the rate that exactly discounts estimated

future cash receipts through the expected life of the financial instrument to the net carrying amount of the financial asset).
Foreign Currency Translation
Both the functional and presentation currency of Dominion Mining Limited and its controlled entities is Australian dollars.

Foreign currency transactions during the year are converted to Australian dollars at the rates of exchange applicable at the dates of
the transactions. Amounts receivable and payable in foreign currencies at balance date are converted at the rates of exchange ruling at
period end.

Inventories

Inventories are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost includes expenditure incurred in acquiring and bringing the
inventories to their existing condition and location but excludes overheads. Cost is accounted for as follows:

Bullion

Lower of average cost and net realisable value. Cost included fixed direct costs and variable direct costs.

Gold in circuit

Lower of cost and net realisable value. The average cash cost of production for the month is used and allocated to gold that is in the
circuit at period end.

Stores

Purchase cost on a weighted average cost method.

Ore stockpiles
Contractor cost of mining on an average cost method.

Work in progress
Contractor cost of mining and processing at an average cost method.

(h) Plant and Equipment

Plant and equipment located on the mine site is included at cost less depreciation and any impairment in value. All such assets are
depreciated over the estimated remaining economic life of the mine, using a units of production basis and based on proven and
probable reserves.

All other plant and equipment is included at cost less provision for depreciation and any impairment in value and depreciated on a
straight-line basis commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use. The depreciation periods are from 3 to 12 years
(2008: 3 to 12 years).

The carrying values of plant and equipment are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in circumstances indicate the carrying
value may not be recoverable.

(i) Mine Properties
Mine development expenditure represents the costs incurred in preparing mines for production. These costs are capitalised to the extent
they are expected to be recouped through successful exploitation of the related mining leases. Once production commences, these costs
are amortised using the units-of-production method based on the estimated economically recoverable reserves proven and probable to
which they relate or are written off if the mine property is abandoned.

Impairment

The carrying value of capitalised mine development expenditure is assessed for impairment whenever facts and circumstances suggest
that the carrying amount of the asset may exceed its recoverable amount.

The recoverable amount of capitalised mine development expenditure is the higher of fair value less costs to sell and value in use. In
assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects
current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset.

For an asset that does not generate largely independent cash inflows, recoverable amount is determined for the cash-generating unit to
which the asset belongs, unless the asset's value in use can be estimated to be close to its fair value.

(j) Exploration and Evaluation Costs
Exploration and evaluation expenditure is charged against earnings as incurred, unless it relates to an area of interest in production.

Exploration and evaluation expenditure is allocated separately to specific areas of interest. Each area of interest is limited to a size
related to a known or probable mineral resource capable of supporting a mining operation. Such expenditure comprises net direct costs
and an appropriate portion of related overhead expenditure directly related to activities in the area of interest.

Costs related to the acquisition of properties that contain mineral resources are allocated separately to specific areas of interest. These
costs are capitalised until the viability of the area of interest is determined. If no mineable ore body is discovered, capitalised acquisition
costs are expensed in the period in which it is determined that the area of interest has no future economic value.

When a decision to proceed to development is made the exploration and evaluation capitalised to that area is transferred to mine
development within property, plant and equipment. All costs subsequently incurred to develop a mine prior to the start of mining
operations within the area of interest are capitalised and carried at cost. These costs include expenditure incurred to develop new ore
bodies within the area of interest, to define further mineralisation in existing areas of interest, to expand the capacity of a mine and to
maintain production.

Capitalised amounts for an area of interest may be written down if discounted future cash flows related to the area of interest are
projected to be less than its carrying value.

(k) Impairment of Assets other than Goodwill

At each reporting date, the company assesses whether there is any indication that an asset may be impaired. Where an indicator of
impairment exists, the Company makes a formal estimate of recoverable amount. Where the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its
recoverable amount the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

Recoverable amount is the greater of fair value less costs to sell and value in use. It is determined for an individual asset, unless the
asset's value in use cannot be estimated to be close to its fair value less costs to sell and it does not generate cash inflows that are
largely independent of those from other assets or groups of assets, in which case, the recoverable amount is determined for the cash-
generating unit to which the asset belongs.

Current tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from or paid to
the taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amounts are those that are enacted or substantively enacted at
the balance sheet date.

Deferred income tax is provided on all temporary differences at the balance sheet date between the tax bases of assets and liabilities
and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes.

Deferred income tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences:

(i)  Except where the deferred income tax liability arises from the initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a
business combination and at the time of transaction, affects neither the accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

(i)  Inrespect of taxable temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries, except where the timing of the
reversal of the temporary differences can be controlled and it is probable that the temporary differences will not reverse in
the foreseeable future.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, carry-forward of unused tax assets and unused tax
losses, to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary differences and the
carry-forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised, except:

(@)  When the deferred income tax asset relating to the deductible temporary difference arises from the initial recognition of an asset
or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the accounting
profit nor taxable profit or loss; or

(b)  When the deductible temporary difference is associated with investments in subsidiaries, in which case a deferred tax asset is only
recognised to the extent that it is probable that the temporary differences will reverse in the foreseeable future and taxable profit
will be available against which the temporary difference can be utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred income tax assets is reviewed at each balance sheet date reduced to the extent that it is no longer
probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred income tax asset to be utilised. Unrecognised
deferred income tax assets are reassessed at each balance sheet date and are recognised to the extent that it has become probable that
future taxable profit will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the year when the asset is realised
or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date.

Income taxes relating to items recognised directly in equity are recognised in equity and not in the income statement.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset only if a legally enforceable right exists to set off current tax liabilities and the
deferred tax assets and liabilities relate to the same taxable entity and the same taxation authority.

(m) Other Taxes
Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST except:

e where the GST incurred on a purchase of goods and services is not recoverable from the taxation authority, in which case the GST
is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the expense item as applicable; and

e receivables and payables are stated with the amount of GST included.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority is included as part of receivables or payables in the
balance sheet.

Cash flows are included in the cash flow statement on a gross basis and the GST component of cash flows arising from investing and
financing activities, which is recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority, are classified as operating cash flows.

Commitments and contingencies are disclosed net of the amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority.

(n) Employee Benefits

Provision is made for employee benefits accumulated as a result of employees rendering services up to the balance date. These benefits
include wages, salaries, annual leave and long service leave.

Liabilities arising in respect of wages and salaries, annual leave and any other employee benefits expected to be settled within twelve
months of the balance date are measured at their nominal amounts based on remuneration rates which are expected to be paid when
the liability is settled. All other employee benefit liabilities are measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflow to be
made in respect of services provided by employees up to the balance date.

Contributions are made to employee superannuation plans and are charged as expenses when incurred. Dominion Mining Limited and
its controlled entities have no legal obligation to cover any shortfall in the plan’s obligation to provide benefits to employees
on retirement.

(o) Share-Based Payments
The consolidated entity provides benefits to employees (including directors) in the form of share-based payments, whereby employees
render services in exchange for shares or rights over shares (“equity settled transactions”).

The cost of these equity settled transactions with employees is measured by reference to the fair value at the date they are granted. The

value is determined using a binomial model. The cost of equity settled transactions is recognised, together with a corresponding increase

The cumulative expense recognised for equity settled transactions at each reporting date until vesting date reflects:

No adjustment is made for the likelihood of market performance conditions being met as the effect of these conditions is included in the
determination of fair value at grant date.

No expense is recognised for awards that do not ultimately vest, except for awards where vesting is conditional upon a
market condition.

Where the terms of an equity-settled award are modified, as a minimum an expense is recognised as if the terms had not been modified.
In addition, an expense is recognised for any increase in the value of the transaction as a result of the modification, as measured at the
date of modification.

Where an equity-settled award is cancelled, it is treated as if it had vested on the date of cancellation, and any expense not yet
recognised for the award is recognised immediately. However, if a new award is substituted for the cancelled award, and designated as a
replacement award on the date that it is granted, the cancelled and new award are treated as if they were a modification of the original
award, as described in the previous paragraph.

The dilutive effect, if any, of outstanding options is reflected as additional share dilution in the computation of earnings per share.

(p) Leases

Leases are classified at their inception as either operating or finance leases based on the economic substance of the agreement so as to
reflect the risks and benefits incidental to ownership.

Operating leases

The minimum lease payments of operating leases, where the lessor effectively retains substantially all of the risks and benefits of
ownership of the leased item, are recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis.

Finance leases

Leases which effectively transfer substantially all the risks and benefits incidental to ownership of the leased item to the company are
capitalised at the present value of the minimum lease payments and disclosed as property, plant and equipment under lease. A lease
liability of equal value is also recognised.

Capitalised lease assets are depreciated over the shorter of the estimated useful life of the assets and the lease term. Minimum lease
payments are allocated between interest expense and reduction of the lease liability with the interest expense calculated using the
interest rate implicit in the lease and charged directly to the income statement.

Jointly Controlled Assets

The interest in unincorporated business undertakings, including joint ventures, is brought to account by including in the respective
classification categories:

(i)  the share in each of the individual assets employed in the business undertakings;

(i) liabilities incurred in relation to business undertakings including the share of any liabilities for which the entities are jointly and/or
severally liable; and

(iii)  the share of expenses of the business undertakings.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and short-term deposits in the balance sheet comprise cash at bank and in hand and short-term deposits with an original maturity
of three months or less.

For the purpose of the cash flow statement, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash and cash equivalents as defined above, net of
outstanding bank overdrafts.

Derivative Financial Instruments

Derivative financial instruments are used by the group to provide an economic hedge of exposures to gold prices and exchange rates.
The consolidated entity does not apply hedge accounting and accordingly all fair value movements on derivative financial instruments
are recognised in the income statement.

Derivative financial instruments are stated at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently
remeasured to their fair value at each reporting date. The resulting gain or loss is recognised in the income statement immediately.

Interest Bearing Liabilities

All loans and borrowings are initially recognised at cost, being the fair value of the consideration received net of issue costs associated
with the borrowing. After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the
effective interest method. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any issue costs, and any discount or premium on settlement.

Gains and losses are recognised in the income statement when the liabilities are derecognised and as well as through the
amortisation process.

Financial Assets

Financial assets in the scope of AASB 139 “Financial Instruments — Recognition and Measurement” are classified as either financial
assets at fair value through profit or loss, loans and receivables, held to maturity investments or available for sale investments as
appropriate. When financial assets are recognised initially, they are measured at fair value, plus, in the case of investments not at fair
value through profit or loss, directly attributable transaction costs. The consolidated entity determines the classification of its financial
assets after initial recognition and, when allowed and appropriate, re-evaluates the designation at each financial year end.

All regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on the trade date (the date that the consolidated entity commits
to purchase the asset). Regular way purchases or sales are purchases or sales of financial assets under contracts that require delivery of
the assets within the period established generally by regulation or convention in the market place.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets classified as held for trading are included in the category “financial assets at fair value through profit or loss”. Financial
assets are classified as held for trading if they are acquired for the purposes of selling them in the near term. Derivatives are also
classified as held for trading unless they are designated as effective hedging instruments. Gains and losses on investments held for
trading are recognised in profit or loss.

(v) Restoration Costs

The provision for restoration represents the cost of restoring site damage after the commencement of production. The Group records
the present value of the estimated cost of legal and constructive obligations to restore the site, and any associated environmental
obligations, in the period in which the obligation arises.

The provision for restoration costs is based on the net present value of estimated future costs, and does not include any additional
obligations which are expected to arise from future production. The estimated costs are determined separately for each operation and
are updated annually during the life of the operation to reflect known developments, e.g. updated cost estimates and revisions to the
estimated life of the operation.

The amortisation or ‘unwinding’ of the discount applied in establishing the net present value of provision is charged to the income
statement in each accounting period, and is disclosed as a financing cost.

Other changes in the measurement of an existing restoration obligation that result from changes in the estimated timing or amount of
future costs, or a change in the discount rate, are recognised as an adjustment to mine development costs.

(w) Non Executive Directors’ Retirement Benefits

Retirement benefits for non executive directors are calculated on the following basis. After three years of service, the directors become
entitled to a payment of one year’s fees on retirement, benefits then continue to accrue on a pro rata basis up to nine years of service
where the maximum benefit is three years' fees on retirement. The resulting liability is measured as the present value of expected future
payments to be made. Expected future payments are discounted using market yields at the reporting date on national government
bonds with terms to maturity that match, as closely as possible, the future cash outflows.

(x) Trade and Other Payables

Trade payables and other payables are carried at amortised costs and represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the group
prior to the end of the financial year that are unpaid and arise when the group becomes obliged to make future payments in respect of
the purchase of these goods and services.

(y) Trade and Other Receivables

Trade receivables, which generally have 30 to 90 day terms, are carried at nominal amounts due less an allowance for any uncollectible
amounts. An allowance for doubtful debts is made when there is objective evidence that the group will not be able to collect the
debts. Financial difficulties of the debtor, default payments or debts more than 60 days overdue are considered objective evidence of
impairment. Bad debts are written off when identified.

(z) Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs are expensed as incurred except where they relate to the financing of projects under construction where they are
capitalised up to the date of commissioning or sale.

(aa) Earnings per Share

Basic EPS is calculated as net profit attributable to ordinary equity holders, adjusted to exclude costs of servicing equity (other than
dividends) divided by the weighted average number of ordinary shares outstanding during the year.

Diluted EPS is calculated as net profit attributable to ordinary equity holders, adjusted for:
- costs of servicing equity (other than dividends);

Judgements in Applying Accounting Policies and Key Sources of
Estimation Uncertainty

Significant Accounting Judgements

In the process of applying the group'’s accounting policies, management has made the following judgements, apart from those involving
estimations, which have the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements:

Determination of mineral resources and ore reserves

The group’s policy for estimating its mineral resources and ore reserves requires that the Australian Code for Reporting of Exploration
Results, Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves 2004 (the ‘JORC code’) be used as a minimum standard. The information on mineral
resources and ore reserves were prepared by or under the supervision of competent persons as defined in the JORC code. The amounts
presented are based on the mineral resources and ore reserves determined under the JORC code.

There are numerous uncertainties inherent in estimating mineral resources and ore reserves and assumptions that are valid at the time
of estimation may change significantly when new information becomes available.

Changes in the forecast prices of commodities, exchange rates, production costs or recovery rates may change the economic status
of reserves and may, ultimately, result in the reserves being restated. Such changes in reserves could impact on depreciation and
amortisation rates, asset carrying values and provisions for decommissioning and restoration.

Capitalisation of exploration and evaluation expenditure

Under AASB 6 Exploration for and Evaluation of Mineral Resources, the group has the option to either expense exploration and
evaluation expenditure as incurred, or to capitalise such expenditure (provided certain conditions are satisfied). The group has elected,
when the conditions in AASB 6 are met, to expense these costs as incurred, except for expenditure in relation to areas in production
when such expenditure is capitalised.

Significant Accounting Estimates And Assumptions

The carrying amounts of certain assets and liabilities are often determined based on estimates and assumptions of future events. The key
estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of certain assets and
liabilities within the next annual reporting period are:

Impairment of capitalised mine development expenditure

The future recoverability of capitalised mine development expenditure is dependent on a number of factors, including the level of
proved, probable and inferred mineral resources, future technological changes which could impact the cost of mining, future legal
changes (including changes to environmental restoration obligations) and changes to commodity prices.

To the extent that capitalised mine development expenditure is determined not to be recoverable in the future, this will reduce profits
and net assets in the period in which this determination is made.

Share-based payment transactions

The group measures the cost of equity-settled transactions with employees by reference to the fair value of the equity instruments at the
date at which they are granted. The fair value is determined by using the assumptions detailed in Note 23. The accounting estimates and
assumptions relating to equity-settled transactions will have no impact on the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next
annual reporting period but may impact expenses and equity.

Impairment of property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment is reviewed for impairment if there is any indication that the carrying amount may not be recoverable.
Where a review for impairment is conducted, the recoverable amount is assessed by reference to the higher of ‘value in use’ (being the
net present value of expected future cash flows of the relevant cash generating unit) and “fair value less costs to sell’.

In determining value in use, future cash flows are based on:

e Estimates of the quantities of ore reserves and mineral resources for which there is a high degree of confidence
of economic extraction;

e Future production levels;
e Future commodity prices; and
e Future cash costs of production and capital expenditure.

Variations to the expected future cash flows, and the timing thereof, could result in significant changes to any impairment losses
recognised, if any, which could in turn impact future financial results.

Provisions for decommissioning and restoration costs

Decommissioning and restoration costs are a normal consequence of mining and the majority of this expenditure is incurred at the end
of a mine’s life. In determining an appropriate level of provision consideration is given to the expected future costs to be incurred, the
timing of these expected future costs (largely dependent on the life of the mine), and the estimated future level of inflation.

The ultimate cost of decommissioning and restoration is uncertain and costs can vary in response to many factors including changes to
the relevant legal requirements, the emergence of new restoration techniques or experience at other mine sites. The expected timing of
expenditure can also change, for example in response to changes in reserves or to production rates.

for the year ended 30 June 2009

Changes to any of the estimates could result in significant changes to the level of provisioning required, which would in turn impact
future financial results.

Recoverability of potential deferred income tax assets

The group recognises deferred income tax assets in respect of tax losses to the extent that the future utilisation of these losses is
considered probable. Assessing the future utilisation of these losses requires the consolidated entity to make significant estimates related
to expectations of future taxable income. To the extent that future cash flows and taxable income differ significantly from estimates, this
could result in significant changes to the deferred income tax assets recognised, which would in turn impact future financial results.

24. Financial Instruments

(@) Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk that a contracting entity will not complete its obligation under a financial instrument that will result in a
financial loss to the group. The carrying amount of financial assets represents the maximum credit exposure.

Financial instruments that potentially subject the consolidated entity to concentrations of credit risk consist principally of cash

deposits, derivatives and receivables.

The group places its cash deposits and derivatives with high credit-quality financial institutions. The cash deposits all mature within
three months and attract a rate of interest at normal short-term money market rates. Receivables balances are monitored on an
ongoing basis with the results that the parent’s and group’s exposure to bad debits is not significant.
