If 
you return a Proxy Form without directing the proxy how to vote on any particular matter, 
the proxy may vote as he/she thinks fit, or abstain from voting provided the proxy is 
eligible to vote on that matter. As indicated by the enclosed proxy form, the Chairman of 
the Annual Sharholders Meeting, or any other Director, is willing to act as a proxy for any 
shareholders who wish to appoint him or her for that purpose. Unless otherwise directed, 
the Chariman and all other Directors intend to vote in favour of the resolutions 1-3.

2.	 A shareholder wishing to appoint a proxy should complete the enclosed proxy form and

3.	 All resolutions will be considered as ordinary resolutions and in particular, each resolution 
to re-elect a director is to be considered as a separate ordinary resolution. To be passed, 
each resolution requires the approval of a simple majority of the votes cast by the holders 
of ordinary shares.

4.	 No business may be transacted at the Annual Meeting of Shareholders if a quorum is not 
present. A quorum will be present if shareholders or their proxies or their representatives 
are present who between them are able to exercise a majority of the votes cast on the 
business to be transacted by the Annual Shareholders Meeting.
