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INTRODUCTION 
 
This Explanatory Memorandum has been prepared for the information of Shareholders of Emmerson 
Resources Limited (“Company”) in connection with the business to be conducted at the Annual General 
Meeting to be held at Tennant Creek Battery Hill and Mining Centre, Peko Road, Tennant Creek, Northern 
Territory on Thursday 3 November 2016 commencing at 5:00 pm (CST). 
 
This Explanatory Memorandum should be read in conjunction with the accompanying Notice of Meeting. 
 
This Explanatory Memorandum should be read in its entirety. If Shareholders are in doubt as to how they 
should vote, they should seek advice from their accountant, solicitor or other professional adviser prior to 
voting.  
 
ANNUAL ACCOUNTS  
 
The Corporations Act requires the Financial Report and accompanying Directors' Report, Directors' 
Declaration and Audit Report for the year ended 30 June 2016 to be laid before the Meeting. No resolution 
will be required to be passed on this matter, however, shareholders will have an opportunity to ask questions 
and comment about the reports at the AGM. 
 
RESOLUTION 1 - RE-ELECTION OF MR ANDREW MCILWAIN 
 
The Company’s Constitution requires that at the Annual General Meeting, one-third of the Directors shall 
retire from office. In accordance with this requirement Mr McIlwain retires and being eligible, has offered 
himself for re-election as a Director. 
 
Mr McIlwain was appointed as a Director of the Company on 26 April 2007 and is the independent Non-
Executive Chairman of the Company. Details of Mr McIlwain background and experience are set out in the 
Annual Report. 
 
The Board (excluding Mr McIlwain) recommends that Shareholders vote in favour of Resolution 1. The 
Chairman of the meeting intends to vote undirected proxies in favour of Resolution 1.  
 
RESOLUTION 2 - ADOPTION OF REMUNERATION REPORT  
 
Resolution 2 seeks shareholder approval for the adoption of the Remuneration Report for the year ended 30 
June 2016. 
 
Prior to voting on this Resolution there will be an opportunity for Shareholders to ask questions and comment 
about the Remuneration Report for the year ended 30 June 2016 which is included from page 17 to page 25 
of the Directors Report of the Company’s 2016 Annual Report. The vote on this Resolution is advisory only 
and will not bind the Directors or the Company. 
 
However changes to the Corporations Act which came into effect on 1 July 2011 give Shareholders the 
opportunity to remove the Board if the Remuneration Report receives a 'no' vote of 25% or more at two 
consecutive annual general meetings (Two Strikes Rule). 
 
Under the Two Strikes Rule, where a resolution on the Remuneration Report receives a 'no' vote of 25% or 
more at two consecutive annual general meetings, the Company will be required to put to Shareholders at the 
second annual general meeting a resolution on whether another meeting should be held (within 90 days) at 
which all Directors (other than the Managing Director) who were in office at the date of approval of the 
applicable Directors' Report must stand for re-election. 
 
In summary, if the Remuneration Report receives a 'no' vote of 25% or more at this Meeting, shareholders 
should be aware that if there is a 'no' vote of 25% or more at the next annual general meeting the 
consequences are that it may result in the re-election of the Board. 
 
The Board takes seriously the need to ensure that executive remuneration achieves an appropriate balance 
between the interests of Shareholders and the need to attract and retain management who have the skills and 
expertise necessary to drive the company forward. Having had regard to a number of factors including the size 
of the company, the nature of its operations, conditions in the executive employment market pertaining to its 
industry, and having obtained expert advice, the Board has confirmed its view that the Company’s 
remuneration structure is reasonable and appropriate. 
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The Company has not received any adverse feedback in relation to its remuneration practices. 
 
The 2015 remuneration report was adopted at the company’s 2015 annual general meeting where over 97% of 
proxies received were in favour of the remuneration report for the 2015 financial year. The company received 
no questions at the 2015 annual general meeting in relation to its remuneration report and the Company’s 
remuneration practices and report structure has not changed from the 2015 year. 
 
The Board recommends that Shareholders vote in favour of Resolution 2. The Chairman intends to exercise 
all undirected proxies in favour of Resolution 2. If the Chairman of the Meeting is appointed as your proxy and 
you have not specified the way the Chairman is to vote on Resolution 2, by signing and returning the Proxy 
Form, the Shareholder is considered to have provided the Chairman with an express authorisation for the 
Chairman to vote the proxy in accordance with the Chairman's intention.
