APPOINTMENT OF NON-EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 

 
Unity Pacific Group (ASX: UPG) (Unity Pacific) advises that Unity Pacific Limited has appointed Mr Murray 

Boyte to its Board as a non-executive director effective from 6 March 2015.  Mr Boyte joins Unity Pacific as an 
independent director. 

 
Mr Boyte’s appointment follows the retirement of former Unity Pacific non-executive director Mr Richard

Mr Boyte has held executive roles and Board positions across a diverse range of industries including 
transport, financial services and healthcare.  He has recently been appointed to the Board of New Zealand 

Stock Exchange listed Abano Healthcare Group which conducts healthcare business activities in Australia and 
New Zealand. 

 
Unity Pacific’s Chairman, Mr Brett Heading, said “Murray brings to the Unity Pacific Board a wealth of property 

sector knowledge and broad business and financial experience, which will add significant value to Unity 

Pacific as it pursues new business opportunities.  His skills complement the Board’s knowledge and

Mr Boyte will, as a non-executive director, also be Chairman of the Audit Committees for each of the Unity
