La Motte, Québec — The Council of the First Nation Abitibiwinni (Pikogan) and the mining company Sayona
Québec are pleased and proud to announce the signing of an agreement for the works during the exploration
phase of the Authier Lithium Project.

According to the Chieftess Monik Kistabish “this agreement sets out the principles agreed upon to establish a
harmonious and trust-based relationship to reconcile Abitibiwinni First Nation's rights to the Authier Project.
