SOALARA LIMESTONE VALUATION UPDATE 

 
Cassius Mining Limited (“Cassius” or the “Company”) (ASX Code: CMD) is pleased to provide shareholders with 
the Company’s update on the Valuation and Marketing Study of its Soalara Limestone project in Madagascar: 
 
GEOS Mining independent Minerals Consultants, based in Sydney, are currently conducting a VALMIN and JORC 
compliant valuation and marketing study of the Soalara Project. The updated completion is expected in late July 
or early August. 
 
Cassius will use the report outcomes to advise on its subsequent activities in the most efficient manner. 
 
Soalara’s absolute coastal location and close proximity to port, as well as close proximity to Madagascar’s 
national road network, will assist access to domestic and international markets for its high grade Limestone, 
whilst demand also exists from a number of cement production facilities in the region. 
 
9 vertical holes to 100m have been cored to date on the project on a square grid pattern on the elevated 
Limestone escarpment, confirming lateral Limestone continuity, purity and simple geology.  The very shallow 
nature of the asset confirms high suitability to open pit mining from surface, with nil or very thin superficial 
cover. 
 
About the SOALARA LIMESTONE PROJECT  

 
Soalara currently holds the following JORC Mineral Resource estimate of substantial size and quality: 
 

 95-130 Mt of “Very High” 98.6% Limestone purity at 97.5% cut-off, dependent on a bulk or selective 
mining application, with 25-40 Mt (Indicated) and 70-90 Mt (Inferred) or, 
 

 340-440 Mt of “High” 97% Limestone purity at 95.7-95.3% cut-off, dependent on a bulk or selective 
mining application, with 100-130 Mt (Indicated) and 240-310 Mt (Inferred)
