708AA(8) and section 708AA(9) of the Corporations Act, respectively) as at the date of
this notice which would otherwise be required to be set out in this notice by section
708AA(7)(d) of the Corporations Act; and

the effect the Rights Issue may have on the “control” (as that term is defined in section
50AA of the Corporations Act) of the Company and the consequences of that effect will
depend on a number of factors including investor demand for New Shares and the level
of existing Shareholdings. However, given that the Rights Issue is priced at a reasonable
discount to the 30-day VWAP price of Shares traded on ASX over the 30 trading days
prior to the announcement of the Rights Issue and because the Rights Issue includes
offer terms (and dispersion mechanisms) that require the allocation of any initial shortfall
(i.e. in the form of “Additional New Shares”) to non-related party Shareholders in priority
to the related party (partial) underwriter, the Company does not expect the Rights Issue
to have a material effect or consequence on the control of the Company.
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Further information in relation to the Rights Issue (including in relation to the potential effect
the Rights Issue may have on the control of the Company and the consequences of that
effect) are included in the offer booklet for the Rights Issue which was given to ASX earlier
today and which is expected to be sent to all the eligible shareholders on or before 19 June

2024.
