➢ Corporate E-Learning

➢ Vocational Education

Shanghai vocational school semesters were largely postponed due to current Covid-19
lockdown policies. The gross revenue from this particular segment of business was
negatively impacted.

✧ Retech and Shanghai Publishing and Printing College has jointly developed a
project titled “Reform and Practice of Professional Training for Digital Publishing
Based on Business Changes”. In September, this project was awarded the
“Shanghai Outstanding Educational Achievement Prize”.

✧ Jiangsu Vocational College of Information Technology will hold Retech in a pool of
preferred service providers for the next 3 years.

➢ Language Learning

✧ In the 3rd Quarter, Ai English was awarded the tender for Suzhou Industrial Park
to provide English teaching services to circa. 45,000 students in 37 campuses for
the period Sept 2022 to June 2033. The contract value is estimated to be RMB 10
million.

✧ AiEnglish has developed more than 70 training schools customers in Japan and
continues to deliver 2 to 3 online English lectures hosted by native English-
Speaking teachers per week. In addition, Ai English also attempted to explore the
market of public school with local business partners.

✧ Ai English’s Thailand education base was established and has commenced
business operations. Ai English has started to engage local service providers to
provide educational services and successfully delivered over 500 lessons.

Financial update

 Cash receipts from customers in Q3 2022 were RMB26.06 million (AUD5.63
million1), a decrease of 60% compared to Q3 2021. Affected by the COVID-19 and
the increasingly strict epidemic prevention measures in China, project acceptance
from some customers and cash receipts from customers were also delayed.

 Net cash used in operating activities in Q3 2022 was RMB9.65 million (AUD2.08
million), a decrease of 154% compared to Q3 2021.

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Related Party Transactions

The Loan of RMB 8.5million (AUD 1.84 million) to Jiangsu Retech Digital Industry Park Co.
