Directors' Report 

The directors of Global X Management (AUS) Limited (formerly ETFS Management (AUS) Limited) (the “Responsible Entity”), 
the Responsible Entity of Global X Ultra Short Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund (formerly ETFS Ultra Short Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund) 
(the “Fund”), present their interim report together with the condensed interim financial statements of the Fund, for the 
half-year ended 31 December 2022 and the auditor's report thereon. 

Fund Objectives 

The Fund aims to provide investors with geared returns (before fees and expenses), that are negatively related with, and 
significantly magnified against the performance of the Nasdaq 100 (the “index”). All assets of the Fund are held in 
segregated accounts with the Custodian, The Hongkong and Shanghai Banking Corporation Limited, Sydney Branch. 

In other words: 

(a) when the Index moves down, it is anticipated the Fund will generate positive returns of a greater magnitude than the 
downward movement of the Index; and 

(b) when the Index moves up, it is anticipated the Fund will generate negative returns of a greater magnitude than the 
upward movement of the Index. 

The magnitude by which the returns generated by the Fund from time to time are greater than, or less than the movement 
in the Index, will depend primarily upon the leverage applied during the time in which the returns are calculated (which 
leverage will be within the Target Range). 

The Fund is an exchange quoted managed funds and can be traded by investors on the Australian Securities Exchange 
(“ASX”); exchange quoted funds can be bought and sold like any other share through normal brokerage accounts. 

Principal Activities 

The Fund was constituted on 20 September 2019 and registered with Australian Securities Investments Commission (ASIC) as 
a registered managed investment scheme on 14 October 2019. The Fund commenced its operations on 8 July 2020. The Fund 
is currently listed on the ASX. The admission date was 13 July 2020. 

The Fund invested in accordance with the provisions of the Fund's Constitution. There were no significant changes in the 
nature of the Fund's activities during the half-year ended 31 December 2022. 

The Fund did not have any employees during the half-year ended 31 December 2022.

Review and Results of Operations 

During the half-year, the Fund continued to invest funds in accordance with target asset allocations as set out in the 
governing documents of the Fund and in accordance with the provisions of the Fund's constitution. 

On 16 September 2022 the Directors resolved to change the name of the Fund from ETFS Ultra Short Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund 
to Global X Ultra Short Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund. This change was announced publicly on 19 September 2022.

Since the end of the reporting period, the Fund's net asset value has decreased by more than 10% due to changes in fair 
value of investments held. The movement is a result of implementation of the investment strategy as set out in the Fund's 
product disclosure statement.

(i) the operations of the Fund in future financial years, or 

(ii) the results of those operations in future financial years, or

Notes to the Financial Statements 

For the half-year ended 31 December 2022 
 

1  General Information 

These condensed interim financial statements cover Global X Ultra Short Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund (formerly ETFS Ultra Short 
Nasdaq 100 Hedge Fund) (the “Fund”) as an individual entity. The Fund was constituted on 20 September 2019 and 
commenced its operations on 8 July 2020. The admission date was 13 July 2020. The fund was registered with Australian 
Securities Investments Commission (“ASIC”) as a registered managed investment scheme on 14 October 2019.  

The Fund is domiciled in Australia and is a for-profit entity. 

The Responsible Entity of the Fund is Global X Management (AUS) Limited (formerly ETFS Management (AUS) Limited) (the 
“Responsible Entity”). The Responsible Entity's registered office is Level 9, 115 Pitt Street, Sydney NSW 2000 Australia. 

The condensed interim financial report was authorised for issue by the directors on 10 March 2023. The directors of the 
Responsible Entity have the power to amend and reissue the financial statements. 

The condensed interim financial statements are presented in Australian Dollars, which is the Fund's functional currency. 

2  Basis of Preparation and Accounting Policies 

The condensed interim financial statements are general purpose financial statements prepared in accordance with the 
Corporations Act 2001 and AASB 134 Interim Financial Reporting. Compliance with AASB 134 ensures compliance with 
International Financial Reporting Standard IAS 34 Interim Financial Reporting. 

The condensed interim financial statements do not include all the notes of the type normally included in an annual financial 
report. Accordingly, these financial statements are to be read in conjunction with the annual report for the year ended 30 
June 2022 and any public announcements made during the interim reporting period in accordance with the continuous 
disclosure requirements of the Corporations Act 2001. 

The Fund is a registered scheme of a kind referred to in ASIC Corporations (Rounding in Financial/Directors' Reports) 
Instrument 2016/191, issued by the Australian Securities and Investments Commission relating to the “rounding off” of 
amounts in the directors' report and financial statements. Amounts in the directors' report and the financial statements have 
been rounded to the nearest thousand dollars in accordance with ASIC Corporations (Rounding in Financial/Directors' 
Reports) Instrument 2016/191, unless otherwise indicated. 

Accounting policies and methods of computation adopted in the preparation of the condensed interim financial statements 
are consistent with those adopted and disclosed in the Fund's 2022 annual financial report for the financial year ended 30 
June 2022. 

There are no new standards, interpretations or amendments to existing standards that are effective for the first time for the 
financial half-year beginning 1 July 2022 that would be expected to have a material impact on the Fund. 

3  Financial Instruments 

(a)  Fair Values of Financial Assets and Liabilities 

The carrying amounts of the Fund's assets and liabilities at the end of each reporting period approximate their fair values. 

Financial assets and liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are measured initially at fair value. Transaction costs on 
financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are expensed immediately. Subsequent to initial 
recognition, all instruments at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value with changes in their fair value 
recognised in the Condensed Statement of Profit or Loss and Other Comprehensive Income. 

The carrying value less loss allowance of other receivables and payables are assumed to approximate their fair value. The 
fair value of financial liabilities for disclosure purposes is estimated by discounting the future contractual cash flows at the 
current market interest rate that is available to the Fund for similar financial instruments. 

(i)  Fair value in an active market 

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities traded in active markets is based on their last traded prices at the end of the 
reporting period without any deduction for estimated future selling costs. 

The Fund values its investments in accordance with the accounting policies set out in the Fund's 2021 annual financial 
report. For the majority of its investments, the Fund relies on information provided by independent pricing services for the 
valuation of its investments.

(a)  Fair Values of Financial Assets and Liabilities (continued) 

(i)  Fair value in an active market (continued) 

The quoted market price used for financial assets and financial liabilities held by the Fund is the last traded market price. 
Where the last traded price does not fall within the bid-ask spread, an assessment is performed by the Responsible Entity to 
determine the appropriate valuation price to use that is most representative of fair value. 

A financial instrument is regarded as quoted in an active market if quoted prices are readily and regularly available from an 
exchange, dealer, broker, industry group, pricing service or regulatory agency and those prices represent actual regularly 
occurring market transactions on an arm's length basis. 

(ii)  Fair value in an inactive or unquoted market 

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an active market is determined using valuation 
techniques. These include the use of recent arm's length market transactions, reference to the current fair value of a 
substantially similar other instrument, discounted cash flow techniques, option pricing models or any other valuation 
technique that provides a reliable estimate of prices obtained in actual market transactions. 

Where discounted cash flow techniques are used, estimated future cash flows are based on management's best estimates and 
the discount rate used is a market rate at the end of the reporting period applicable for an instrument with similar terms 
and conditions. 

For other pricing models, inputs are based on market data at the end of the reporting period. Fair values for unquoted 
equity investments are estimated, if possible, using applicable price/earnings ratios for similar listed companies adjusted to 
reflect the specific circumstances of the issuer. 

The fair value of derivatives that are not exchange traded is estimated at the amount that the Fund would receive or pay to 
terminate the contract at the end of the reporting period taking into account current market conditions (volatility and 
appropriate yield curve) and the current creditworthiness of the counterparties. The fair value of a forward foreign 
exchange contract is determined as a net present value of estimated future cash flows, discounted at appropriate market 
rates as at the valuation date. 

(b)  Fair Value Hierarchy 

The Fund classifies fair value measurements using a fair value hierarchy that reflects the subjectivity of the inputs used in 
making the measurements. The fair value hierarchy has the following levels: 

• Level 1 Quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities. 

• Level 2 Inputs other than quoted prices included within level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability,  

either directly (that is, as prices) or indirectly (that is, derived from prices). 

• Level 3 Inputs for the asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (that is, unobservable inputs). 

The level in the fair value hierarchy within which the fair value measurement is categorised in its entirety is determined on 
the basis of the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement in its entirety. For this purpose, the 
significance of an input is assessed against the fair value measurement in its entirety. If a fair value measurement uses 
observable inputs that require significant adjustment based on unobservable inputs, that measurement is a level 3 
measurement. Assessing the significance of a particular input to the fair value measurement in its entirety requires 
judgment, considering factors specific to the asset or liability. 

The determination of what constitutes 'observable' requires significant judgment by the Responsible Entity. The Responsible 
Entity considers observable data to be that market data that is readily available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable 
and verifiable, not proprietary, and provided by independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market.

5  Net Assets Attributable to Unitholders

to be classified as equity where certain strict criteria are met. The Fund shall classify a financial instrument as an equity 
instrument from the date when the instrument has all the features and meets the conditions. 

The Fund meets the criteria set out under AASB 132 and net assets attributable to unitholders is classified as equity. 

As stipulated within the Fund's Constitution, each unit represents a right to an individual share in the Fund and does not 
extend to a right to the underlying assets of the Fund. There are no separate classes of units and each unit has the same rights 
attaching to it as all other units of the Fund.

The amount of net assets attributable to unitholders 
can change significantly on a daily basis as the Fund is subject to daily applications and redemptions at the discretion of 
unitholders. 

The Fund monitors the level of daily applications and redemptions relative to the liquid assets in the Fund. As of 31 December 
2022, the capital of the Fund is represented in the net assets attributable to unitholders table. 

In the event of a significant redemption, the Fund's Constitution allows the delay of payment beyond the usual redemption 
timeframe but no later than the maximum number of days specified in the Constitution for satisfying redemption requests. 
Further, in certain circumstances such as disrupted markets, the Constitution allows payment to be delayed beyond the 
maximum number of days.

The management fee is calculated by applying a fixed percentage to the value of units in issue on a daily basis, equivalent 
to 1.00% per annum, inclusive of GST, and net of applicable RITC. The management fee is paid in Australian Dollars on a 
monthly basis. 

9  Segment Information 

The Fund operates solely in the business of providing investors with the performance of the market, before fees and 
expenses, as represented by the Nasdaq 100 Index. The Responsible Entity, which is the chief operating decision maker for 
the purposes of assessing performance and determining the allocation of resources, ensures that the Fund's holdings and 
performance are in accordance with the Nasdaq 100 Index. Accordingly, no additional qualitative or quantitative disclosures 
are required. 

10  Related Party Transactions 

Key management personnel 

From time to time, directors of the Responsible Entity, or their related entities, may invest in or withdraw from the Fund. 
These investments or withdrawals are the same terms and conditions as those entered into by other unitholders of the Fund.
