PRINCIPAL ACTIVITIES

The principal activities of the Group during the financial year were the manufacture and distribution of health food
products and nutritional supplements.

The core business (Manufacturing & Distribution) performed very well for FY23 with revenues up $4.5 million to $20.7
million or 28% compared to the previous corresponding period. Underpinning this growth was the expansion of our
client base combined with the development of a number of new products. The Group revenue of $24.7M for FY23 was
up 8% on the previous corresponding period.

Notwithstanding the solid operating performance of the Group in FY23, the Group incurred a loss after income tax of
$3.94 million, primarily due to the write down of assets ($4.41 million) that were destroyed as the result of a factory fire
in October 2022. The Australian Accounting Standards require the company to write down the carrying value of these
destroyed assets pending the outcome of a (yet to be determined) insurance claim. The proceeds of this claim (when
finalised) will be brought to account and will represent an offset to this write down to the extent of the amount.

No other significant change in the nature of the Group’s activities occurred during the year.

REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

Business and operational update

During the 2023 financial year (FY2023), the Group continued its focus on implementing and transitioning its strategy to
become a leading contract manufacturer in Australia for the vitamin and health supplements sector.

Star Combo’s core OEM and own brands business continued to grow during the year, with record manufacturing output
as the Company executed its order book, benefiting from intermittent 24-hour manufacturing capabilities to increase
production and improved supply chain dynamics.

OEM and Own Brands revenue totalled a record of $20.7M for FY2023 representing growth of 28% from $16.2M in FY2022.

The Company’s non-core Retail revenue in the AustoYou and Koala Mall sector was $3.9M for FY2023 representing a
decline of 41% from the FY2022 revenue of $6.7M. The Retail division revenue was going down because of the closing
down of Australia based retailed shop.

Star Combo total group revenue for the full year FY2023 was $24.7M representing a growth 8% from FY2022 group revenue

of $22.9M as the Company’s non-core Retail division continued to decline, offset by the strong performance in the core OEM
and Own Brands division.

Improved Relations with OEM clients
Throughout the year Star Combo has extended the number of clients on whose behalf its manufacturers. This has been
the result of a focused effort to work with established brands who previously have secured their product from alternative
manufacturers.
New and Improved Distribution arrangements
Star Combo has distribution arrangements in place in Australia and overseas for its proprietary health supplement product
lines including Living Healthy, Costar, Amax, and J&K. Domestic distribution has continued to strengthen during the year
with improved performances from Terry White Chemmart and other customers.
Star Combo’s 12-month distribution agreement with leading Vietnamese distributor Happy Services Co Ltd for the sale and
distribution of Costar across Vietnam, commenced in August 2021 for a 12-month period and has been further extended for
an additional 12 months with options. The arrangement continues to operate successfully.
The distribution arrangements seek to capture an increasing middle class and an aging population in Asia. The Company
expects to secure longer term arrangements in the near future.
Retail Division (Austoyou & Koala Mall)
The lower demand from China for products available through the Group’s Austoyou online platform and the closure of the

Australian retail shop has driven the overall decline in revenue for the Retail Division of 41% from FY 2022 revenue as
indicated in the above table.

This fire occurred on 16" October 2022 and while it is the subject of an insurance claim, we are fortunate that there were

no injuries on the site. The Group was able to continue its manufacturing operations as “Business as Usual”.

As noted above the Group has sold 49% of the Retail division (Austoyou & Koala Mall) in November 2022 and closed the
last remaining retail shop in order to restore the divisions profitability.

There have not been any other significant changes in the state of affairs of the group.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The principal accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the consolidated financial statements are set our below. These
policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, unless otherwise stated. The financial statements are for
the Group consisting of Star Combo Pharma Ltd and its controlled entities.

(A) BASIS OF PREPARATION

These general-purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards and
Interpretations issued by the Australian Accounting Standards Board (“AASB”) and the Corporations Act 2001, as appropriate
for for-profit oriented entities. These financial statements also comply with International Financial Reporting

Standards as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board ('IASB').

The financial statements are presented in Australian dollars which is the Group's functional and presentation currency.

Historical cost convention
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

Comparative information and presentation

The Group presents reclassified comparative information, where required, for consistency with the current period’s
presentation. When required by Accounting Standards, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform changes in
presentation for the current financial year.

Parent entity information
In accordance with the Corporations Act 2001, these financial statements present the results of the consolidated entity
only. Supplementary information about the parent entity is disclosed in Note 26.

Rounding of amounts
The Company is of a kind referred to in Corporations Instrument 2016/191, issued by the Australian Securities and
Investments Commission, relating to 'rounding-off'. Amounts in this report have been rounded to the nearest dollar.

(B) PRINCIPLES OF CONSOLIDATION

The consolidated financial statements incorporate the financial statements of the Company and entities controlled by the
Company or which are subject to common control. Control is achieved when the Company:

e has power over the investee;

e isexposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the investee; and

e has the ability to use its power to affect itsreturns.

The Company reassesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and circumstances indicate that there are changes
to one or more of the three elements of control listed above.

The consolidated financial statements incorporate all of the assets, liabilities and results of the parent and all of the
subsidiaries (including any structured entities). Subsidiaries are entities the parent controls. The parent controls an entity
when it is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity and has the ability to affect
those returns through its power over the entity. A list of the controlled entities is provided in Note 23.

The assets, liabilities and results of all controlled entities are fully consolidated into the financial statements of the Group
from the date on which control is obtained by the Group. The consolidation of a controlled entity is discontinued from the
date that control ceases. Intercompany transactions, balances and unrealised gains or losses on transactions between group
entities are fully eliminated on consolidation. The Group is in the process of reviewing the accounting policies of controlled
entities to identify any changes and adjustments might be necessary to ensure uniformity of the accounting policies adopted
by the Group.

Business combinations
Business combinations occur where an acquirer obtains control over one or more businesses.

A business combination is accounted for by applying the acquisition method, unless it is a combination involving entities or
businesses under common control. The business combination will be accounted for from the date that control is obtained,
whereby the fair value of the identifiable assets acquired and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) assumed is
recognised (subject to certain limited exemptions).

When measuring the consideration transferred in the business combination, any asset or liability resulting from a contingent
consideration arrangement is also included. Subsequent to initial recognition, contingent consideration classified as equity
is not remeasured and its subsequent settlement is accounted for within equity. Contingent consideration classified as an
asset or liability is remeasured in each reporting period to fair value, recognising any change to fair value in profit or loss,
unless the change in value can be identified as existing at acquisition date.

All transaction costs incurred in relation to business combinations, other than those associated with the issue of a financial
instrument, are recognised as expenses in profit or loss when incurred.

The acquisition of a business may result in the recognition of goodwill or a gain from a bargain purchase.
Goodwill

Goodwill is carried at cost less any accumulated impairment losses. Goodwill is calculated as the excess of the sum of:
(i) the consideration transferred;

(i)  any non-controlling interest (determined under either the full goodwill or proportionate interest method);
and
(iii) the acquisition date fair value of any previously held equity interest;
over the acquisition date fair value of any identifiable assets acquired and liabilities assumed.

The acquisition date fair value of the consideration transferred for a business combination plus the acquisition date fair
value of any previously held equity interest shall form the cost of the investment in the separate financial statements.

Goodwill is tested for impairment annually and is allocated to the Group's cash-generating units or groups of cash-generating
units, representing the lowest level at which goodwill is monitored and not larger than an operating segment. Gains and
losses on the disposal of an entity include the carrying amount of goodwill related to the entity disposed of.

(C) FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS
Recognition and measurement

AASB 9 sets out requirements for recognising and measuring financial assets, financial liabilities and some contracts to buy
or sell non-financial items.

Trade receivables and debt securities issued are recognised when they are originated. All other financial assets and financial
liabilities are initially recognised when the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument. A financial
asset (unless it is a trade receivable without a significant financing component) or financial liability is measured at fair value
plus, for an item not at FVTPL, transaction costs that are directly attributable to its acquisition or issue. A trade receivable
without a significant financing component is measured at the transaction price.

Classification and subsequent measurement
Financial assets
Financial asset is classified as measured at: amortised cost; FVOCI — debt investment; FVOCI — equity investment; or FVTPL.

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition unless the Group changes its business model for
managing financial assets, in which case all affected financial assets are reclassified on the first day of the first reporting
period following the change in the business model.

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost if it meets both of the following conditions and not designated as at FVTPL:
e itis held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows; and
e its contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on
the principal amount outstanding.

A debt investment is measured at FVOCI if it meets both of the following conditions and is not designated as at FVTPL:
e it is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling
financial assets; and
e its contractual terms give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on
the principal amount outstanding.

On initial recognition of an equity investment that is not held for trading, the Group may irrevocably elect to present
subsequent changes in the investment’s fair value in OCI. This election is made on an investment-by-investment basis.

All financial assets not classified as measured at amortised cost or FVOCI as described above are measured at FVTPL. This
includes all derivative financial assets. On initial recognition, the Group may irrevocably designate a financial asset that
otherwise meets the requirements to be measured at amortised cost or at FVOCI as at FVTPL if doing so eliminates or
significantly reduces an accounting mismatch that would otherwise arise.

Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities are classified as measured at amortised cost or FVTPL. A financial liability is classified as at FVTPL if it is
classified as held-for-trading, it is a derivative or it is designated as such on initial recognition.

Financial liabilities at FVTPL are measured at fair value and net gains and losses, including any interest expense, are recognised
in profit or loss. Other financial liabilities are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.
Interest expense and foreign exchange gains and losses are recognised in profit or loss. Any gain or loss on derecognition is
also recognised in profit or loss.

Derecognition

Financial assets

Financial liabilities

The Group derecognises a financial liability when its contractual obligations are discharged, cancelled or expire. The Group
also derecognises a financial liability when its terms are modified and the cash flows of the modified liability are substantially
different, in which case a new financial liability based on the modified terms is recognised at fair value.

On derecognition of a financial liability, the difference between the carrying amount extinguished and the consideration paid
(including any non-cash assets transferred or liabilities assumed) is recognised in profit or loss.

Offsetting

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount presented in the statement of financial position when,
and only when, the Group currently has a legally enforceable right to set off the amounts and it intends either to settle them
on a net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Impairment of financial assets

The expected credit loss’ (ECL) impairment model applies to financial assets measured at amortised cost, contract assets and
debt investments at FVOCI, but not to investments in equity instruments.

(D) IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS

An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset’s carrying amount is greater
than its estimated recoverable amount. Assets that are subject to depreciation (amortisation) are tested for impairment
whenever changes in circumstances indicate that the asset's carrying amount may exceed its recoverable amount. An
impairment charge is recognised for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount.
Assets that suffer an impairment are reviewed for possible reversal of the impairment at each reporting date.

Non-derivative financial assets
Loss allowances for trade receivables and contract assets are always measured at an amount equal to lifetime ECLs.

Non-financial assets

At each reporting date, the Group reviews the carrying amounts of its non-financial assets (other than inventories and
deferred tax assets) to determine whether there is any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, then the
asset’s recoverable amount is estimated. Goodwill and indefinite life intangible assets are tested annually for impairment.
For impairment testing, assets are grouped together into the smallest group of assets that generates cash inflows from
continuing use that are largely independent of the cash inflows of other assets or CGUs. Goodwill arising from a business
combination is allocated to CGUs or groups of CGUs that are expected to benefit from the synergies of the combination.

The recoverable amount of an asset or CGU is the greater of its value in use and its fair value less costs to sell. Value in use
is based on the estimated future cash flows, discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects
current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset or CGU.

An impairment loss is recognised if the carrying amount of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount. Impairment
losses are recognised in profit or loss. They are allocated first to reduce the carrying amount of any goodwill allocated to the
CGU, and then to reduce the carrying amounts of the other assets in the CGU on a pro rata basis.

Goodwill

Goodwill arises on the acquisition of a business. Goodwill is not amortised. Instead, goodwill is tested annually for
impairment, or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired, and is carried at
cost less accumulated impairment losses. Impairment losses on goodwill are taken to profit or loss and are not
subsequently reversed.

(E) FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS AND BALANCES

Functional and presentation currency

Items included in the financial statements of each of the Group’s entities are measured using the currency of the primary
economic environment in which the entity operates (functional currency). The consolidated financial statements are
presented in Australian dollars, which is Group’s functional and presentation currency.

Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates prevailing at the dates of
the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the
translation at period-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised
in profit or loss.

Foreign operations

The assets and liabilities of foreign operations, including goodwill and fair value adjustments arising on acquisition, are
translated into AUD at the exchange rates at the reporting date. The income and expenses of foreign operations are
translated into AUD at the exchange rates at the dates of the transactions. Foreign currency differences are recognised in
OCl and accumulated in the translation reserve, except to the extent that the translation difference is allocated to NCI.

(F) GOODS AND SERVICES TAX (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not
recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO).

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of GST
recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included with other receivables or payables in the statement of financial position.

Cash flows are presented on a gross basis. The GST components of cash flows arising from investing or financing activities
which are recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO are presented as operating cash flows included in receipts from
customers or payments to suppliers.

(G) INVENTORIES
Inventories are measured at the lower of cost and net realisable value.
(H) CRITICAL ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS, ESTIMATES AND ASSUMPTONS

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts in the financial statements. Management continually evaluates its judgements and estimates in
relation to assets, liabilities, contingent liabilities, revenue and expenses. Management bases its judgements, estimates
and assumptions on historical experience and on other various factors, including expectations of future events,
management believes to be reasonable under the circumstances. The resulting accounting judgements and estimates will
seldom equal the related actual results. The judgements, estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing
a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities (refer to the respective notes) within the next
financial year are discussed below.

The Group assesses impairment at the end of each reporting period by evaluating the conditions and events specific to the
Group that may be indicative of impairment triggers. Recoverable amounts of relevant assets are reassessed using value-in-
use calculations which incorporate various key assumptions. The directors have assessed the carrying value of the Living
Healthy Brand. There has been no noticeable effect on the Living Healthy Brand from COVID-19 and there have been no
impairment indicators.

Impairment of non-financial assets other than goodwill and other indefinite life intangible assets

The Group assesses impairment of non-financial assets other than goodwill and other indefinite life intangible
assets at each reporting date by evaluating conditions specific to the consolidated entity and to the particular asset that
may lead to impairment. If an impairment trigger exists, the recoverable amount of the asset is determined. This involves
fair value less costs of disposal or value-in-use calculations, which incorporate a number of key estimates and
assumptions.

Allowance for expected credit losses

The allowance for expected credit losses assessment requires a degree of estimation and judgement. It is based on the
lifetime expected credit loss, grouped based on days overdue, and makes assumptions to allocate an overall expected
credit loss rate for each group. These assumptions include recent sales experience, historical collection rates, the impact
of the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic and forward-looking information that is available. The allowance for expected
credit losses, as disclosed in Note 11, is calculated based on the information available at the time of preparation. The
actual credit losses in future years may be higher or lower.

Recovery of deferred tax assets
Deferred tax assets are recognised for deductible temporary differences only if the consolidated entity considers it is
probable that future taxable amounts will be available to utilise those temporary differences and losses.

Lease term

The lease term is a significant component in the measurement of both the right-of-use asset and lease liability. Judgement
is exercised in determining whether there is reasonable certainty that an option to extend the lease or purchase the
underlying asset will be exercised, or an option to terminate the lease will not be exercised, when ascertaining the periods
to be included in the lease term. In determining the lease term, all facts and circumstances that create an economical
incentive to exercise an extension option, or not to exercise a termination option, are considered at the lease
commencement date. Factors considered may include the importance of the asset to the consolidated entity's operations;
comparison of terms and conditions to prevailing market rates; incurrence of significant penalties; existence of significant
leasehold improvements; and the costs and disruption to replace the asset. The Group reassesses whether it
is reasonably certain to exercise an extension option, or not exercise a termination option, if there is a significant event or
significant change in circumstances.

Incremental borrowing rate

Where the interest rate implicit in a lease cannot be readily determined, an incremental borrowing rate is estimated to
discount future lease payments to measure the present value of the lease liability at the lease commencement date. Such
a rate is based on what the consolidated entity estimates it would have to pay a third party to borrow the funds necessary
to obtain an asset of a similar value to the right-of-use asset, with similar terms, security and economic environment.

Credit risk

The Group has no significant concentration of credit risk with respect to any single counterparty or group of counter parties.
The class of assets described as " Trade and other receivables" is considered to be the main source of credit risk related to
the Group.

The Group has no formal policy with regards to past due trade receivables and each receivable is evaluated individually by
management. Jinxing (Star) Zhang is considered to be central to the Group’s credit risk assessment and management
procedures given his strong relationships with the customers of the Star Combo Group. Please refer to Note 11 on Expected
Credit Loss on trade receivables.

Liquidity risk

Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and marketable securities, the availability of funding
through an adequate amount of committed credit facilities and the ability to close out market positions. Due to the dynamic
nature of the underlying business, the Group aims to maintain flexibility in funding by keeping committed credit lines
available. Management monitors rolling forecasts of the Group’s liquidity reserve on the basis of expected cash flows.

An internally determined transfer price is set for all intersegment sales. This price is reset annually and is based on
what would be realised in the event the sale was made to an external party at arm’s length.

Intersegment loans payable and receivable are initially recognised at the consideration received/to be received net
of transaction costs. If intersegment loans receivable and payable are not on commercial terms, these are not
adjusted to fair value based on market interest rates. This policy represents a departure from that applied to the
statutory financial statements.

c. Segment assets

Where an asset is used across multiple segments, the asset is allocated to the segment that receives the majority
of the economic value from the asset. In most instances, segment assets are clearly identifiable on the basis of their
nature and physical location.
