Powerhouse Ventures Limited (Powerhouse) is pleased to confirm that the shareholders of
Motim Technologies Limited (Motim NZ) have approved the sale of substantially all of Motim
NZ’s assets to Motim Technologies LLC, a new limited liability company established in
Massachusetts, USA.

The approval of the transaction provides a pathway to the recognition of substantial value over
the next two years as development milestones are progressively achieved by the new
Management Team.

As consideration for the assets, Motim NZ will receive a 30% stake in the new business and
a small share of revenues. The sale agreement documents the value of this stake at USD$5m,
notionally valuing the new entity at USD$16.7m upon completion of its expansion.

Powerhouse holds a 78.01% stake in Motim NZ at 28 May 2018.

The Powerhouse Board is yet to consider its carrying value of Motim NZ following the major
transaction approved yesterday.

Paul Viney, CEO of Powerhouse said “we are pleased to have assisted Motim with its search
for a suitable new owner — one aligned to the augmented reality technology that has set Motim
apart. The networks and relationships of the new owner are expected to add significant value.
