Summary of Results

It was another quarter of strong revenue achievement with the group meeting guidance of
S9m or more for Q2 FY2020 and $19m or more for H1 FY2020 on an unaudited results basis,
excluding Indian MoD. Importantly, these results reflect continued revenue forecasting
consistency.

This excellent revenue performance, along with operating efficiency strategies delivered a
positive EBITDA result for the half year, a turnaround of more than $3m compared to the
same time last year.

Net operating cashflows in the quarter were negative $0.2m a decline on the previous
guarter. This was due to lower cash collections from customers compared the prior quarter,
with a number of FFT orders shipped late in Q2 FY2020. The group also increased R&D
spending during the quarter, and continued to further develop the Aura Ai and Aura IQ
platforms. In addition, payment of annual insurance premiums during the quarter
contributed to the higher operating cash outflows compared to the previous quarter.

At 31 December 2019 the Company had $3.1m cash at bank.
The group expects to achieve sales revenues AS11m or more for Q3 FY2020, including AS9m

or more from the underlying business, and AS2m or more in licencing income from the
Indian MoD project.
