The blockade relates to a claim for compensation for a pre-existing easement that overlaps a public road
on the Yavi Yavi farmland transferred to the community of Fuerabamba as part of the 2011 Las Bambas
resettlement agreement.

To date there has been no impact to production, however, with low stocks of copper concentrate at the
Matarani Port, the Company will now need to delay some shipments.
