e RotoGro currently own 9.09% of the issued shares in Gibio and may subscribe for a

As announced on 22 May 2018, Roto-Gro World Wide (Canada) Inc., a wholly-owned subsidiary
of Roto-Gro International Limited (“ASX:RGI”, “RotoGro” or the “Company”), has entered into a
binding letter of intent (the “LOI”) with organic perishable foods grower, Gibio Inc. (“Gibio”). The
LOI states that RotoGro may subscribe for 49% of the issued shares in the capital stock of Gibio
(subject to approval from Gibio’s board) and includes an exclusive 20-year, manufacturing,
technology and service contract for all rotational garden systems required for Gibio’s worldwide
perishable food production facilities.



Gibio Inc. (a private Quebec company located in St Apolinaire, Quebec, Canada) operates for the
purpose of developing large scale perishable food growing facilities worldwide. Gibio’s mission is
to develop environmentally responsible local farms which defy traditional growing seasons to
cultivate sustainable, socially responsible and traceable organic produce all year round.
RotoGro’s Rotational Hydroponic Garden Technology and Gibio’s bespoke growing know-how
ensures the produce is grown with maximum efficiency, minimal water and without pesticides
or herbicides.

Gibio and RotoGro have been working together over the past 18 months testing and customising
the RotoGro Rotary Hydroponic Garden System with Gibio’s growing know-how and bespoke
substrate technology. This RotoGro/Gibio collaboration is progressing well with the completion
of the delivery and installation of RotoGro’s latest models of the 8 Organic Rotational
Hydroponic Garden Systems. RotoGro’s 8’ garden system has undergone design changes and
enhancements to facilitate the removal of the growing drum, the automated harvesting and
washing of crops, and the replanting and reinstallation of the growing drum for the subsequent
cultivation cycles. Once the soil feed and the nutrient delivery systems are finalized, the working
space requirements for automated harvesting and the final design inputs may be captured in
design of Gibio’s first facility. Gibio’s first facility will consist of 420 RotoGro 8’ Organic
Hydroponic Garden Systems which will accommodate the harvesting of thirty RotoGro 8’ Organic
Hydroponic Garden Systems daily.
