APPOINTMENT OF NON-EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Thomas resides in Hong Kong with 
more than 30 years’ experience and network in Asia, as Director of HSBC Shipping Services, heading up Ship 
Sales and Purchases, newbuilds and alternative ship finance activities in the region, Director of Seatankers 
(John Fredriksen Group) and Chief Investment Officer of Armada Group. Thomas is the founder of Tribini 
Capital a shipowning and investment platform which has contracted, built and financed ship newbuilds in 
China. Tribini also operate a fleet of ships. 

GEV Chairman & CEO Maurice Brand said: “Whilst I have known Thomas since 2005, outgoing Director Jens 
Martin Jensen had worked with Thomas since 1985 when both commenced their respective shipping 
careers with A.P.Moller- Maersk. Thomas joins the board of GEV with the strong recommendation of Jens, 
particularly with the next phase of Company’s activities to focus on financing and construction with the 
selection of CIMC Raffles as construction partner. The Board is delighted with the appointment of Thomas 
and welcome him to our team as we focus on delivering our CNG Projects.” 

Thomas Soderberg said: “I am thrilled to be appointed to the board of GEV. I have been a shareholder of 
GEV for two years and I am fully committed to working with Maurice and his team as the Company heads 
toward the construction of a new class of marine CNG ships.  I look forward to meeting GEV shareholders 
at this year’s Annual General Meeting.” 

The Board wish to express their appreciation for the outstanding contribution that Jens Martin Jensen has made 
since his appointment to the Board in February 2018. We recognise that without his expertise and shipping credibility, 
GEV’s progress with negotiations with the shipyards would have taken longer and at significantly higher cost to the 
Company. The Directors wish him well with his new appointment and relocation from London to Miami.
