BCB is a Queensland based coking coal company which operates the Burton metallurgical coal complex and 

a number of advanced development and exploration assets. BCB fully owns the Bluff PCI mine (in care and 

maintenance) as well as the Isaac River (100%), Cooroorah (100%), Hillalong (85%) and Comet Ridge (100%) 

coking coal projects in the world-renowned Bowen Basin in Queensland, Australia. BCB holds a 90% interest 

in the Lenton Joint Venture which owns the Burton Mine and Lenton Project in the northern Bowen Basin, 

which has been recommissioned and is fully operational. BCB has agreed with the JV partner to incorporate 

the Broadmeadow East mine (100%) into the Lenton Joint Venture (90%/10%). BCB is also a joint venture 

partner in the Lilyvale (15% interest) and Mackenzie (5% interest) coking coal projects with Stanmore 

Resources Limited.
