Explanatory Statement - Resolution 3 - Re-election of Directors

Charles Hall was appointed Non-Executive Chairman in December 2016 and is an experienced International Banker with

over 30 years with HSBC in a variety of finance and insurance roles. His last position was as CEO & MD HSBC Private Bank
(Luxembourg) S.A. He has had significant overseas senior management experience as well as that of running complex
businesses. His prime focus has been on strategy and corporate restructuring with the emphasis on re focusing businesses on
their core revenue streams. Charles holds a BA (Hons) from the University of Sussex, is an Associate of the Hong Kong Institute
of Bankers and is a Fellow of the Royal Geographical Society.
