MDMA-AT is thought to assist patients to
access traumatic memories with reduced
distress.

Improved feelings of trust and wellbeing
while under the influence of medication can
support communication and strengthen the
therapeutic alliance between patient and
therapist.

Risks & Exclusions

Patients with cardiovascular or psychotic
disease are generally excluded. Main side
effects can include anxiety, restlessness,
fatigue, jaw-clenching, headache and transient
increases in blood pressure and / or heart rate -
all of which are closely monitored.
