Comments on the operations and the results of those operations are set out below:

On the 11 of March 2020, the World Health Organisation (WHO) declared the Coronavirus or COVID
19 a pandemic. Although the WHO later declared an end to the global public health emergency for
COVID 19 in May 2023, the impacts of COVID 19 continue to affect the financial position of the Company
and its controlled entities (the Group) as at the date of this report, and the financial results for the quarter
ended 31 December 2023 and at the date of this statement. There remains uncertainty in terms of the
overall economic environment such that economic events and conditions in future may be materially
different from those experienced by the Group as at the date of this report. At this time, it is not possible
for the Group to estimate fully the future effects of its operations as any impact will largely depend on
the magnitude of the rebound in the domestic and international tourism and hospitality industries and
stability of the Melbourne property market.

During the quarter the Company concluded its operations at Seasons Darling Harbour due to expiry of
leases and building management. Last day of operations was 4" December 2023. Earlier in the quarter
the Company concluded the sale of Seasons of Perth on 4" October 2023. There has not been any
other matters or circumstance that has significantly affected, or may significantly affect, the operations
of the economic entity, the results of those operations, or the state of affairs of the economic entity for
the remainder of the financial year after quarter ended 31 December 2023.

For the quarter ended 31 December 2023, International Equities Corporation Limited (IEQ) generated
revenues of $2.504 million mostly from Hospitality and Tourism, Real Estate management activities and
profit from sale of Seasons of Perth as indicated in the table above. Revenues were down 38.34% as
compared to quarter ended 31 December 2022.
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For the same quarter ended 31 December 2023, expenses from normal operating activities were $1.194
million mostly from Hospitality and Tourism and holding cost of properties held for investment as
indicated in the table above.

For the quarter ended 31 December 2023, unaudited consolidated post tax profit was $0.832 million
down 293.19% as compared to quarter ended 31 December 2022 as a result from sale of Seaons of
Perth as explained above

For the rest of financial year 2024, IEQ will continue its serviced apartment operations and seek
opportunities within the real estate business. In the hotel and tourism sector efforts are being made to
improve yield per room. Some improvements and minor refurbishment will be undertaken. Leasing will
remain our focus.
