Floor mats need to withstand  compression wear, and a fundamental study has 
shown that by adding graphene into the rubber, we can double the compression 
strength increasing the durability of the SpaceMat®.

The addition of graphene to the rubber formulation can improve the mechanical 
performance of the recycled material, bringing it closer to the performance of a 
virgin polymer system.
