2. Action to be taken by Shareholders

Shareholders should read this Explanatory Memorandum carefully before
deciding how to vote on the Resolutions.

A Shareholder entitled to attend and vote at the Meeting is entitled to appoint
not more than two other persons (whether members of the Company or not) as
proxy or proxies to attend in the Shareholder’s place at the Meeting.

A Proxy Form is attached to the Notice. This is to be used by Shareholders if they
wish to appoint a representative (a 'proxy’) to vote in their place. All Shareholders
are invited and encouraged to attend the Meeting or, if they are unable to
attend in person, sign and return the Proxy Form to the Company in accordance
with the instructions provided. Lodgement of a Proxy Form will not preclude a
Shareholder from attending and voting at the Meeting in person.

The Company must receive your duly completed Proxy Form by no later than
10:00am (WST) on 18 November 2014.



Financial Report and Reports of the Directors and Auditors

The Company’s Financial Report for the year ended 30 June 2014 is set out in the
Company’s 2014 Annual Report. In accordance with the Corporations Act,
Shareholders will be given a reasonable opportunity at the Annual General
Meeting to ask questions and make comments on the Financial Report and on
the business and management of the Company.

During the discussion of this item, the Company’s auditor will be present and will
answer qualifying questions.

Written questions for the auditor

If you would like to submit a written question to the Company’s auditor, please
post your question to the Company Secretary or fax it to (618) 6380 1003. Written
guestions must relate to the content of the auditor’s report to be considered at
the Annual General Meeting or the conduct of the audit. A list of qualifying
questions will be made available at the Annual General Meeting.

Resolution 1 — Adoption of Remuneration Report

The Corporations Act requires that at a listed company’s annual general
meeting, a resolution that the remuneration report be adopted must be put to
the shareholders. However, such a resolution is advisory only and does not bind
the Directors or the Company.

The remuneration report sets out the Company’s remuneration arrangements for
the Directors and senior management of the Company. The remuneration report
is part of the Directors’ report contained in the annual financial report of the
Company for the financial year ending 30 June 2014 which is also available on
the Company’s website at www.kibaranresources.com.

A reasonable opportunity will be provided for questions and discussion about the
remuneration report at the Annual General Meeting.

Under changes to the Corporations Act which came into effect on 1 July 2011, a
company is required to put to its shareholders a resolution proposing the calling of
another meeting of shareholders to consider the appointment of directors of the
company (Spill Resolution) if, at consecutive annual general meetings, at least
25% of the votes cast on a remuneration report resolution are voted against
adoption of the remuneration report and at the first of those annual general
meetings a Spill Resolution was not put to vote. If required, the Spill Resolution
must be put to vote at the second of those annual general meetings.

If more than 50% of Shareholders vote in favour of the Spill Resolution, the
Company must convene an extraordinary general meeting (Spill Meeting) within
90 days of the second annual general meeting.

All of the Directors who were in office when the Company's 2014 Directors' report
was approved, other than the managing director of the Company, will cease to
hold office immediately before the end of the Spill Meeting but may stand for re-
election at the Spill Meeting.



Notes:

Following the Spill Meeting those persons whose election or re-election as
Directors is approved will be the Directors of the Company.

At the Company’s 2013 annual general meeting the votes cast against the
remuneration report considered at that annual general meeting were less than
25%. Accordingly, the Spill Resolution is not relevant for this Annual General
Meeting.

Article 6.4 provides that a Director who retires under Article 6.1 is eligible for re-
election. Pursuant to these Articles of the Constitution, Andrew Spinks will retire
by rotation and seek re-election.

Shareholders are referred to the Annual Report on page seven, where details of
Mr Spinks’ qualifications and experience may be obtained.

Resolution 3 — Approval of 10% placement facility under Listing Rule 7.1A
General

ASX Listing Rule 7.1A enables eligible entities to issue Equity Securities up to 10%
of their issued capital through placements over a 12 month period after the
annual general meeting (10% Placement Facility). The 10% Placement Facility is
in addition to the Company’s 15% placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1.

An eligible entity for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1A is an entity that is not
included in the S&P/ASX 300 Index and has a market capitalisation of $300
million or less. The Company is an eligible entity.

The Company is now seeking shareholder approval by way of a special
resolution to have the ability to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement
Facility.

The exact number of Equity Securities that the Company will have the capacity
to issue under the 10% Placement Facility will be determined in accordance
with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (refer to section 6.2 (c) below).
