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Proxies
Please note that:

(a) a Shareholder entitled to attend and vote at the Annual General Meeting is
entitled to appoint a proxy;

(b) a proxy need not be a member of the Company;
(© a Shareholder may appoint a body corporate or an individual as its proxy;

(d) a body corporate appointed as a Shareholder's proxy may appoint an
individual as its representative to exercise any of the powers that the body
may exercise as the Shareholder’s proxy; and

(e) Shareholders entitled to cast two or more votes may appoint two proxies and
may specify the proportion or number of votes each proxy is appointed to
exercise, but where the proportion or number is not specified, each proxy may
exercise half of the votes.

The enclosed proxy form provides further details on appointing proxies and lodging
proxy forms. If a Shareholder appoints a body corporate as its proxy and the body
corporate wishes to appoint an individual as its representative, the body corporate
should provide that person with a certificate or letter executed in accordance with the
Corporations Act authorising him or her to act as that company’s representative. The
authority may be sent to the Company or its share registry in advance of the Annual
General Meeting or handed in at the Annual General Meeting when registering as a
corporate representative.

Voting Entitlements

In accordance with Regulations 7.11.37 and 7.11.38 of the Corporations Regulations
2001 (Cth), the Board has determined that a person’s entitlement to vote at the
Annual General Meeting will be the entitlement of that person set out in the register
of Shareholders as at 5.00pm (WST) on 25 November 2014. Accordingly,
transactions registered after that time will be disregarded in determining
Shareholder’s entitlement to attend and vote at the Annual General Meeting.

Explanatory Statement

This Explanatory Statement has been prepared for the information of Shareholders in relation to the
business to be conducted at the Company’s Annual General Meeting.

The purpose of this Explanatory Statement is to provide Shareholders with all information known to the
Company which is material to a decision on how to vote on the resolution in the accompanying Notice of
Annual General Meeting.

This Explanatory Statement should be read in conjunction with the Notice of Annual General Meeting.
Capitalised terms in this Explanatory Statement are defined in the Glossary.

Financial Statements

The Corporations Act requires the annual financial report, the directors’ report and the auditor’s report for the
last financial year to be laid before the Annual General Meeting. The financial statements and reports are
contained in the Company’s Annual Report. Shareholders who have elected to receive the Annual Report
will have been provided with a copy. The Annual Report is also available on ASX’s website and the
Company’s website.

While no resolution is required in relation to this item, Shareholders will be given the opportunity to ask
guestions and make comments on the financial statements and reports.

1. Resolution 1 — Approval of Remuneration Report

The Remuneration Report of the Company for the financial year ended 30 June 2014 is included in
the Directors’ report in the Company’s annual report for the financial year ended 30 June 2014. The
Remuneration Report sets out the Company’s remuneration arrangements for the executive and
non-executive Directors and executive Employees.

Section 249L(2) of the Corporations Act requires a company to inform shareholders that a resolution
on the Remuneration Report will be put at the Annual General Meeting. Section 250R(2) of the
Corporations Act provides that a resolution that the Remuneration Report be adopted must be put to
the vote. Resolution 1 seeks the adoption of the Remuneration Report.

However, Shareholders should note that in accordance with Section 250R(3) of the Corporations
Act, Resolution 1 is an “advisory only” Resolution and does not bind the Directors or the Company.

Following consideration of the Remuneration Report at the Annual General Meeting, the Chairman,
in accordance with Section 250SA of the Corporations Act, must give Shareholders a reasonable
opportunity to ask questions about, or make comments on, the Remuneration Report.

Section 250V of the Corporations Act provides that if the resolution to approve the Remuneration
Report receives “no” votes of 25% or more at two successive annual general meetings of the
Company, the Shareholders will be required to vote at the second of those annual general meetings
on a resolution (“spill resolution”) that an extraordinary meeting be held at which all of the Directors
(except the Managing Director) must stand for re-election. If more than 50% of Shareholders vote in
favour of the spill resolution, the Company must convene the extraordinary meeting (“spill meeting”)
within 90 days of the second annual general meeting. All of the Directors who were in office when
the resolution to make the 2015 Director’s report was passed, other than the Managing Director (who
may in accordance with the Listing Rules continue to hold office indefinitely without being re-elected
to office), will cease to hold office immediately before the end of the spill meeting but may stand for
re-election at the spill meeting. Following the spill meeting, those persons whose election or re-
election as Directors is approved will be the Directors.

Section 250R of the Corporations Act restricts the Chairperson, Key Management Personnel and
any Closely Related Parties of them from voting on a Remuneration Report.

Section 250R(4) of the Corporations Act prohibits any votes on this Resolution 1 being cast by Key
Management Personnel or a Closely Related Party, whose remuneration details are disclosed in the
Remuneration Report. This prohibition extends to undirected proxy votes to be cast by the
Chairman. In this regard, you should specifically note that if you indicate on the Proxy Form that you
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do not wish to specify how your proxy should vote on Resolution 1, you will be deemed to have
expressly directed the Chairman to cast your votes in favour of Resolution 1.

What this means for Shareholders: If you wish to appoint the Chairman as your proxy but do NOT
want your votes to be cast in favour of Resolution 1, you must indicate your voting intention by
marking either “against” or “abstain” on Resolution 1 in the Proxy Form. Please see the Proxy Form
for further information on such appointments.

Resolution 2 — Re-election of Adam Sierakowski as a Director

In accordance with Listing Rule 14.4 and clause 11.3 of the Constitution, at every Annual General
Meeting, one third of the Directors for the time being must retire from office by rotation and are
eligible for re-election. The Directors to retire are those who have been in office for 3 years since
their appointment or last re-appointment or who have been longest in office since their appointment
or last re-appointment or, if the Directors have been in office for an equal length of time, by
agreement.

In determining the number and identity of the Directors to retire by rotation, the Managing Director and
any Director seeking election after appointment by the Board to fill a casual vacancy are not taken into
account.

Geoff Michael retires by rotation at this meeting and, being eligible, offers himself for re-election.
Details of Geoff Michael are as follows:

Mr Michael has been an Executive Director of various companies, investment syndicates and
enterprise start-ups across a range of asset classes for more than 20 years. His experience ranges
from property development and investment to resources, mining services, civil engineering and
contracting to information technology and hospitality. These activities have been carried out in
Australia, Europe, Asia and Southern Africa. He has approximately three years continuous experience
to date as a non-executive Director of Kinetiko Energy Ltd.

Resolution 3 — Ratification of Issue of Shares Under a Placement

General

On 12 December 2013 the Company announced that it had completed the Placement of $1.7million
and on 20 December 2013 11,340,000 Shares were allotted to Sophisticated and Professional
Investors under Section 708A(5) of the Corporations Act.

Shareholder approval is sought to approve and ratify the 11,340,000 Shares previously issued under
the Placement and referred to in Resolution 3.

Listing Rules

Listing Rule 7.1 provides that (subject to certain exceptions, none of which are relevant here) prior
approval of shareholders is required for an issue of securities by a company if the securities will, when
aggregated with the securities issued by the company during the previous 12 months, exceed 15% of
the number of the ordinary securities on issue at the commencement of that 12 month period.

Listing Rule 7.4 provides that an issue of securities by a company made without approval under Listing
Rule 7.1 is treated as having been made with approval for the purpose of Listing Rule 7.1 if the issue
did not breach Listing Rule 7.1 and the Company’s shareholders subsequently approve it. Such
approval replenishes the company’s 15% capacity and enables it to issue further securities up to that
limit. Accordingly, if Resolution 3 is approved, the Shares issued under the Tranche 1 Placement will
not be included in the Company’s 15% calculation for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1.
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Listing Rule 7.5 requires that the following information be provided to the Shareholders in relation to
obtaining approval of Resolution 3 for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.4:

(a) Number of Securities allotted
A total of 11,340,000 Shares were issued.

(b) The price at which the Securities were issued
The Shares had an issue price of $0.15 each.

(©) The terms of the Securities

The Shares issued were fully paid ordinary shares in the capital of the Company and rank
equally in all respects with the existing fully paid ordinary shares on issue.

(d) Names of the allottees or the basis on which the allottees were determined

The Shares under the Placement were issued to Sophisticated or Professional Investors under
section 708A(5) of the Corporations Act who were not related parties of the Company being
clients of Argonaut Securities.

(e) The use of (or intended use) of the funds raised

The funds raised from the issue of the Shares under the Placement were to fund drilling and
related operations, geophysical surveys and interpretation at the Amersfoort Project (49% KKO
interest), investment in the preliminary appraisal of its Technical Cooperation Permits and
additional working capital.

Resolution 4 — Approval of 10% Placement Facility

General

Listing Rule 7.1A enables eligible entities to issue Equity Securities totalling up to 10% of its issued
share capital through placements over a 12 month period after the entity’s annual general meeting
(“10% Placement Facility”). The 10% Placement Facility is in addition to the Company's 15%
placement capacity under Listing Rule 7.1.

An eligible entity for the purposes of Listing Rule 7.1A is an entity that is not included in the
S&P/ASX 300 Index and has a market capitalisation of $300 million or less. The Company is an
eligible entity.

The Company is how seeking shareholder approval by way of a special resolution to have the ability
to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility.

The exact number of Equity Securities to be issued under the 10% Placement Facility will be
determined in accordance with the formula prescribed in Listing Rule 7.1A.2 (refer to Section 4.2(c)
below).

The Board believes that Resolution 4 is in the best interests of the Company and unanimously
recommends that Shareholders vote in favour of this Resolution.

Description of Listing Rule 7.1A
(a) Shareholder approval

The ability to issue Equity Securities under the 10% Placement Facility is subject to
shareholder approval by way of a special resolution at an annual general meeting.

(b) Equity Securities

Any Equity Securities issued under the 10% Placement Facility must be in the same class as
an existing quoted class of Equity Securities of the Company.

As at the date of this Notice of Annual General Meeting, the only Equity Securities that the
Company has on issue are its 138,990,000 Shares.

Note that “A” has the same meaning as in Listing Rule 7.1 when calculating an
entity's 15% placement capacity.
