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La Teca - Copper Porphyry Geophysical Target

The La Teca gold-copper target is an exciting new gold-copper province discovered by RMG

geologists. The 5 km long La Teca gold-copper zone is in the south-west area of RMG’s
Tuina Project (Figure 1) and is owned 100% by RMG.

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The zone of elevated gold-copper at La Teca extends for at least 5 kilometres, part of which
has been covered by an MT survey and is coincident with the zone of magnetic and MT
anomalism.

The MT conductive zone (Figure 3: is a sectional view) identified by the MT survey is
coincident with the area previously identified as a zone of high gold, copper, molybdenum
and strong silica-potassic-chlorite-epidote alteration.

The coincidence of copper, gold, and molybdenum anomalism with potassic alteration, MT
conductivity and magnetite destruction are also present at the major porphyry copper mines
in northern Chile? and may indicate a significant porphyry copper target is present at depth
at La Teca.

RMG personnel have been working on defining the regional structures where Tuina and La
Teca are situated. These structures are plotted on Figure 4. Chuquicamata and Escondida
both lie on major north south trending fault structures intersected by major NW-SE trending
cross faults. Early evidence is suggesting Tuina and La Teca may sit at the intersection of
similar major structures.

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Age dating by the Company of mineralised diorite at Tuina has indicated an age of 55-60Ma
years old, placing the intrusives at Tuina in a similar time horizon as the nearby Sierra Gorda
porphyry copper deposits. The Company is undertaking additional age dating of the sulphide
mineralisation at Tuina to confirm whether the Cu-Mo mineralisation in the area may be
similar in age as the giant Cu-Mo porphyry mines at Chuquicamata and Escondida.
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Chile - Porvenir Oxide Production Agreement

Previously® RMG announced that a new binding Production Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) to allow the immediate mining and processing of copper oxide material located within
the concession held by Porvenir S.C.M. had been executed. This MOU has now been
converted to a full Access and Production Agreement.

Australia - Kamarga Zinc project

The Kamarga Project is located 20kms southeast of the world class Century Zn-Pb mine in
north-west Queensland. Century (owned by MMG) is the world’s second largest producer of
zinc concentrate and is scheduled to cease open pit production in mid-2015*. MMG'’s
replacement zinc production scheduled from the Dugald River project in north-west
Queensland has also been delayed.

The Kamarga area has previously shown its outstanding zinc endowment with drill intercepts
of 120m @ 2.3% Zn including 7m @ 8.8% Zn and 3m @ 9.1% Zn°. The Company has three
new zinc targets ready for drilling including the previously announced JE Zinc Zone with
surface zinc results to 15% Zn and 5% Pb which remains the Company’'s number one
exploration priority.

The Company is exploring several options to exploit the existing zinc resource and continue
exploration of the area.

Forward Programs

At Tuina RMG will continue to:

e assess the opportunity for additional copper oxide resources and copper oxide dumps
to generate an early cash flow for low capital cost

e generate new copper oxide and sulphide drill targets from the 2014 drill data

e explore the 5km long La Teca Copper-gold mineralisation with it's high grade gold at
surface to 18g/t Au®

e continue work on the porphyry opportunity at La Teca

The Company continues to engage in discussions with other permit holders in Chile with
prospective copper, copper-silver and copper-gold targets.
